Halsey Ave

The meeting was called to order at 7:02 and the pledge of allegiance was said.

Present were supervisors Beise, Daluge, Otto and Kelley, Supervisor McDougall was excused. Deb Otto took meeting minutes in the absence of the Clerk.
Supervisor Beise indicated that the meeting was being held for an update or presentation from the residents for additional information from the residents regarding the paving of Halsey Ave.

Resident Tom Larson indicated that he had spoken to the Lake Improvement Board and they had indicated that there would be no funding provided.

Resident Brad Burns stated that he had spoken to Chuck Hicks from Buffalo Bituminous.  He indicated that Mr. Hicks advised that to make a 9 ton road,  1st soil boring and testing would need to be done.  The road would then need to be balanced- make the road level.  Approximately three and a half  3/12 inches of gravel would then be added with an additional 3 ½ inches of bituminous.  This would create a 9 ton road.  The price indicated is much less than what the board was provided.  

Supervisor Otto indicated that an engineering firm has already done bore testing and submitted a feasibility study.  

Resident Tess Hanson asked how much of the 600,000 was for Halsey Avenue only.  

Supervisor Otto indicated the entire 600,000 was for Halsey Avenue.

Supervisor Kelley also stated that the both the high and low ends of the quote were provided by the board.  

The previous quote indicated by the board includes not only the paving of Halsey but also the sub soil corrections upgrades, acquisition of the right of ways, culverts and also the paving of the other roads off Halsey.  When this is broken down, the price for Halsey alone is not much higher than what Mr. Burns received.

Supervisor Otto indicated that there are rocks and walls in the right of way.  This will all have to be dealt with.  

Supervisor Daluge asked if the residents would give up the right of way that is already there, as this would help to reduce the cost.

Resident Tom Larson indicated that he thought they would.

Supervisor Kelley indicated that she will research acquiring the right of ways as the question was asked.  “If the road already exists does the township need to purchase the right of way?”
