Special Meeting

The meeting was called to order at 5:00 PM.

Present were Supervisors Beise, Daluge, Otto and Kelley, Supervisor McDougall was excused.  Deb Otto took meeting minutes in the absence of the Clerk.
Also present were board members of the City of Rockford, the Mayor of Rockford and Representatives from Lundgren/Lennar Developers.

Discussion centered on the high level of traffic the development of the Miske property would create onto highway 55 from and Gabler Ave.   The Board felt this would create a traffic hazard in the morning for traffic trying to access highway 55 going east.  

The city of Rockford presented a non-approved concept plan that showed additional roads the North edge through the industrial park.  These roads would allow traffic to exit going east instead of onto highway 55.  The traffic would then be filtered through the stoplights.  The city of Rockford indicated that they have been trying to work with the state to have the lights electronically controlled to allow traffic to move smoother.  At this time, the state has not seen a need to change the signals.   
If roads were not created, the only major outlet for the development would be Gabler ave.

The city would like to see a road extension from the north end of the industrial park as a major collector to go through industrial park.  The Town Board agreed that this was a good suggestion.  

The suggestion was also raised that perhaps Haug avenue could be paved.  This could also be used as an additional outlet if the West connection was provided.

The City of Rockford indicated that their meeting regarding the Annexation by ordinance was scheduled for January 25, 2005.  This meeting will be held but no action will be taken.  
Lundgren Developer indicated that they will review the suggestions presented and they agree that the best solution is to have an east/west road.  They will also review the other suggestions.

The City of Rockford is also working on a comprehensive development plan.  An additional meeting was scheduled between the City of Rockford and Rockford Town Board to review the comprehensive plan.  The plan will probably not be approved but this will provide Rockford Town Board members an idea of the plans the city has.  This meeting will also discuss annexation and the annexation agreement with the City of Rockford.  
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
