Continued Minutes, January 27, 2004

Item # 8 - Orderly Annexation Agreement – The board gave final review to the draft of the proposed orderly annexation agreement.  The agreement and a cover letter will be sent off to the City of Buffalo, McDougall reported that the legal descriptions are not ready; the County Auditor’s Office will get them for us.  This will be noted to the City in the cover letter.  Motion by Kelley, seconded by Husom, to approve the Orderly Annexation Agreement and forward it to the City of Buffalo for their consideration.  All voted in favor, motion carried.  McDougall & Kelley will review the cover letter over the weekend, and the agreement will be mailed early next week.

Item # 9 – Resolution for Contract – McDougall read Resolution # 1-2004 for Contract for Services for the Building Management position, authorizing McDougall to perform and receive payment for that service.  Motion by Kelley, seconded by Husom, to approve Resolution # 1-2004.  Motion carried, Kelley, Husom, & Beise voting in favor, McDougall abstained.

Wright County Economic Development Partnership Meeting - Reported on the meeting he and Pam attended, featuring a guest speaker on annexations.  Beise felt that it was geared against the townships.  


Improvements to Shop - Chair Beise also reported on the quote for improvements to the North and West walls of the shop.   The improvement was suggested to improve the insulation factor, ease the maintenance to the walls, and improve the visibility in the shop area.  The work would include stripping, sealing, insulating, and covering the walls with white steel.  Chair Beise stated that Mr. Weege could do the work now, since it was a slow time for him, and we should make a decision soon.  Al Weege was to telephone us that evening with the final quote.  The board did not receive the call during the meeting time.  The board wished to set a special meeting to address this item.  Supervisor Kelley asked that we also include the cell phone item at that special meeting, since the maintenance crew may attend.  The Chair called a Special Meeting for Monday, February 2, 2004, at 8 a.m. at the Rockford Township Hall.  Items on the agenda for that meeting will be the improvements to the North & West walls of the shop, and revaluation of the cell phone program.  


Power Line Height - Chair Beise reported that he has met with Wright Hennepin Electric, and they have agreed to raise their power lines to a minimum of nineteen feet above our town roads.

Public Comments – Paul Aarestad, Chairman of the Land Use Planning Committee, joined our meeting, he reported on progress of the committee, he encouraged us to read the comments on the surveys that were submitted.  He furnished us some preliminary information on reports that will be given at the annual meeting.

Bills – The Bills were reviewed.  Motion by Husom, seconded by Kelley to pay the bills.  Motion carried, all voting in favor.
