Special Meeting

The special meeting was called to order at 8:30.  Present were Beise, McDougall, Kelley, Crew and Al Weege.  

Mr. Weege explained what steps would be taken to insulate the north and west inside walls of the shop.  The bid includes labor, material and all taxes, but no electrical.  

1. Walls to be stripped with treated 2x4’s (arsenic treated)

2. 1 ½ inch Certifoam (yellow can go under ground)

3. Poly on walls – vapor barrier over 2x4’s under the steel liner

4. White liner panels – corrugated, 100# strength white steel attached with screws

Tam-Cons will be attached only along the upper most 2x4’s stringer and then periodically throughout the construction.  Also, glue will be used on the exterior walls.  If Mr. Weege is unable to obtain arsenic treated lumber, then arsenic-free will be substituted at an additional cost. (Estimated to be 70 boards at $3 additional each)

Motion by McDougall second Kelley to accept Mr. Weege’s quote as presented $4,933.00.  All voting in favor, opposed none, motion carried.

Pam discussed different quotes and package deals regarding cell phones.  It was agreed that “walkie talkie” units were not needed due to most all township equipment having radios.  The Board discussed minute plans and durability of the phone.   Pam will check with Verizon to see if the deal for January could still apply.  This item will be continued to the meeting of 2/10/04.
