UNAPPROVED DRAFT

The April 27, 2004 regular meeting was called to order at 7:02.  The pledge of allegiance was said.  Present were Biese, McDougall, Kelley, Daluge and Otto.

Motion made by Supervisor Kelley to accept agenda with addition of Land Plan Committee and removal of Trailer Repair/Plow Truck repair from continued items and addition of Dust control bids to New Items, 2nd by Supervisor McDougall.  Motion carried all voting in favor.

Motion by McDougall, 2nd by Kelley to accept the meeting minutes from the April 13, 2004 meeting.  Motion carried all voting in favor.

Motion by Kelley, 2nd by Otto for the meeting minutes from March 23, 2004 and April 7, 2004 to be presented at the next meeting for approval.  Motion carried all voting in favor.

CONTINUED ITEMS

Reorganization items.  Regular meetings will remain as the 2nd and 4th Tuesday of each month.  Wright County Journal Press will remain the designated official newspaper.  The front of the building will remain as the designated posting board.  Designated banks are Oakley, Bankwest, Premier and First Federal.  Supervisor Otto will be the safety director.  The office help will look into safety training awareness classes.  High visibility vests will be worn by all workers on clean-up day and the maintenance workers will wear them at all times.  Motion by Kelley to accept as stated, 2nd by Otto.  Motion carried all voting in favor.

Compensation reviewed for other than full time staff, including supervisors, appointments, and occasional workers.  Motion by Otto to raise compensation for George Schaust to $15.00 per hour effective immediately, 2nd by Kelley.  Motion carried all voting in favor.  Motion by McDougall for all other rates to remain the same, 2nd by Daluge.  Motion carried all voting in favor.

Gary D’Heilly presented survey showing 6 lots.  Motion by Kelley to approve the location of the road and the 6 lots based on the survey dated April 19, 2004, 2nd by Daluge.  Motion carried all voting in favor.

Brad Burns has now obtained additional signatures from the residents on Halsey Ave.  Motion by Daluge to have a feasibility study done if the required signatures, which will be based on sewer hookup, is greater than 51%, 2nd by Otto.  Motion carried all voting in favor.

Office furniture- A verbal quote was received for tack board, shelves and work space.  Motion by Daluge to accept, 2nd by Otto.  Motion carried all voting in favor.

Land Plan Committee-no representative was present.  Beise will talk to the representative to ensure that someone is at the next meeting.

NEW ITEMS

Brad Burns-driveway permit.  Concerns were raised about the potential for water run off onto the township road.  Motion by Daluge to allow driveway permit with the design to be determined on site, 2nd by Otto.  Motion carried all voting in favor.

Kitty Bock-road runoff from Gillard Ave no show.

Pat Halloran new entitlement.  There is 14 acres that is a separate deed but has know entitlement.  An easement for two other homes goes across the property.  This will be continued in one month so that additional research of the county records can be done.

Diane O’Neal rezoning of 57 acres.  No show but a letter requesting the 57 acres to be rezoned to 2 ½ -5 acre parcels was received by the township.  Parcel is currently zoned agriculture and there know unused entitlements.  Motion by Kelley to deny request for rezoning of the 57 acres, as there is no lakeshore or hardship, 2nd by Otto.  Motion carried all voting in favor.

Mike Ryberg is looking into ways to reduce the run off into Lake Martha.  MPCA will be conducting water quality assessment.  They have also indicated that catch basins may be an option in the future.  The residents will be gathering lake quality measurements.  At this time there is no need for township involvement but he will continue to keep the township informed.  

2002 Audit- Final results have still not been received.  Supervisor Daluge will be contacting auditor to get the final report.  

Motion by Otto to use the audit firm Eide Bailly for the 2003 audit, 2nd by Kelley.  Motion carried all voting in favor.

Equipment quotes- Two quotes were received and they are for the same amounts.  Motion by Biese to accept the quotes, 2nd by Otto.  Motion carried all voting in favor.

Buffalo Orderly Annexation Agreement-Buffalo has requested additional wording/clarification of section 5 and changes to sections 10 and 11.  This will be tabled for two weeks to obtain additional wording for section 5.

State Auditor report- Supervisor Kelley advised that the state indicated the necessary steps have been taken to avert the prior situation from happening again.  They have advised that the statues should be followed and to report any finding to local law enforcement. 

Hiring process for township clerk/treasurer will be moved to a working session on May 10, 2004, 6:00 pm at the township hall.  Some portions may need to be closed due to discussion of the prior employee who was under authority of the board.

Road Issues- Spring inspection will be taken and notes brought back.  Maintenance workers have raised concerns about some driveways.  Letters will be sent.  In addition, a phone call was received from a resident regarding 44th and Eaken Ave.  Drivers are cutting the corner short.  The maintenance workers have recommended that steel posts with reflectors be put in place to keep drivers from cutting the corner.  Hawley Ave is in need of gravel and it was agreed to add about 2 inches since it will not be paved this year.

Dust Control- One bid was received for .554 per gallon applied.  Motion by McDougall to accept the bid, 2nd by Kelley.  Motion was carried all voting in favor.

Public Comment- Maynard Olson and Jerry Smrcka regarding Mr. Olson’s new driveway.  The township needs a turn around/cul de sac at the end of the township road where Mr. Olson’s driveway will be located.  Site inspection set for April 28, 2004 at 4:00 pm so that Mr. Olson can move ahead with putting in his driveway and the township can agree to the best placement of the 100-foot radius that is needed for the cul de sac.

SUPERVISORS

Supervisor McDougall

There is a meeting with the Delano Fire Department on May 5, 2004, she and Supervisors Biese and Otto will attend.

Indicated that 2 new blue rugs are needed for the office.  These will be purchased.

Supervisor Kelley

Another engineering firm LHB has presented itself for consideration to the township.  

Motion by Otto, 2nd by Kelley to use this firm to conduct the feasibility study for Halsey Ave.  Motion carried all voting in favor. 

Supervisor Daluge

He indicated that performance bonds would be used and guaranteed for 2 years. The engineer normally helps with the amount of the bond.

Supervisor Otto

A meeting was held with the city of Rockford regarding the orderly annexation, supervisor McDougall was also in attendance.  City of Rockford will be sending additional documentation regarding their 20-year plan.
