Meeting with City of Hanover

The meeting began at 7:00 p.m. Present were Supervisors Beise, McDougall, Eckblad, and Otto; and Clerk McDougall.  Supervisor Daluge was excused from the meeting.  Present from the City of Hanover were Mayor Joyce Paullin, Council Members Stan Kolasa and Gerhardt Kottke, and City Administrator Daniel Buchholtz.  
The Board met with the City of Hanover to discuss the possibilities for an Orderly Annexation Agreement.  The City of Hanover wanted to address any concerns that the Rockford Township Board may have with a long-term agreement.  
The City would like to have a long-term agreement with the Township that would consist of four phases.  The property owners would annex the land into the City of Hanover voluntarily.  
The City stated the development would not be sprawl and it would be more compact with a variety of size lots, homes and living styles.  The lots could be 2.5 acres more or less.  The neighborhoods would each have their own design and not all have the same styles.  The City does have standards in place for developers to follow in the developing process.   

The City would be willing to compensate the Township for the tax base at the current rate per acre. The Township suggested rates to be by Township policy or inflation and subject to change and would not be a set price per acre for the long-term agreement.  The Board would like a clause for adjusting the annexation agreement.  
Members of the Township and the City discussed issues for property if it was abutting a Township road.  The Township and the City agreed that a road agreement for maintaining roads would have to be worked out.   

The Township mentioned a private road in the township and was unsure how that may affect the annexation process for property owners.  
The City of Hanover suggested having a Joint Planning Board with two members of the Township, two members of the City and a joint member appointed jointly to represent the Planning Board for the long term planning process.  There would be annual meetings for the Township and the City to discuss issues concerning the development of the four phases.     

The City of Hanover would like to have an orderly process for annexation and agreements to maintain roads.  
The City of Hanover and the Town Board agreed to have the City of Hanover attorney put a draft together for the township to review and make changes as needed.
