Proper signage needs to be put in.  A Stop sign, 10th St. S.E, Dead End, and Iffert Ave. S.E. signs need to be put in.  

The shoulder needs to be 2 feet wide to match the bituminous per plan. 

Clerk McDougall will send a letter to Mr. Belanger informing him of the work that needs to be done on Trumpeter’s Pass.

When the work is finished, a final inspection will be scheduled with the Township engineer.  The Township will then schedule the item on the agenda for final approval.
