Rockford Township 

Special Meeting
The January 18, 2005 special meeting began at 8:00 a.m. Supervisors present were Beise, McDougall, Daluge, Kelley, Otto, and Clerk McDougall.  
The Board met to discuss the resolution for the Miske Property and the City of Rockford annexation.  Supervisor McDougall stated that the Township attorney looked over the resolution and he said it was fine as printed.  Supervisor McDougall felt that there should be something added into the resolution about Gabler Ave. SE and the road maintenance.
Supervisor Otto stated that the roads counts were 480 vehicles per day in 1995 and this development would increase traffic.  Supervisor Kelley felt that even if the traffic counts are high, the Township would be allowed to charge for increase road activity and the cost of maintaining the roads.  Supervisor Kelley felt that the Township could request the City to annex the property other half of Gabler Ave.

Supervisor Beise stated that the Township should not have to pay for the paving of Gabler Ave., since the Township has other roads with a higher priority.  Supervisor Kelley stated that the following roads have been on a list to be paved such as 30th St, 10th St, and Calder Ave. SE.

Supervisor Otto felt that the money received per acre from the Miske property , should be used to improve the road from the Miske property to HWY 55.  Supervisor McDougall stated that the money received from the annexation, is put into the General fund.  Supervisor McDougall stated that there are other roads that need to be paved before Gabler Ave.
Supervisor Otto suggested looking further ahead to put more money in to roads projects.  

Supervisor McDougall would like to wait to see what the City will offer.

Supervisor Kelley suggested doing a yearly road count and to have a yearly traffic fee.

Supervisor McDougall felt the Township should ask the City to support the Township on the impact of the traffic on this road. Supervisor McDougall stated that the Township might be able to do a shared agreement on Gabler Ave. to maintain this road.  Supervisor Daluge suggested doing a summer/winter split.

Supervisor Kelley suggested having the City of Rockford set the starting point of the meeting.  

Supervisor McDougall suggested notifying the Township residents on Gabler and Feldman Ave. SE to get their input of the development and the traffic increases.

Clerk McDougall will mail out a letter to the residents on Feldman and Gabler Ave. SE to request that they attend the regular meeting on January 25, 2005 to give their input on how the traffic would affect this area.
