October 26th, 2004 

Rockford Township 

Regular Meeting 
1) Call to Order and the Pledge of Allegiance - The October 26, 2004 regular meeting was called to order at 7:00p.m. By Chair, Beise.  The pledge of allegiance was said. Supervisors present were Beise, McDougall, Daluge and Clerk McDougall.  Supervisor Otto and Kelley were excused.
2) Agenda - Motion by McDougall and second by Daluge, to accept the agenda with the addition of the meeting minutes from October 19, 2004.  Motion carried, all voting in favor. 

3) Minutes - Motion by McDougall and second by Beise to accept the October 12, 2004 meeting minutes as printed.  Motion carried, all voting in favor.
Motion by Daluge and second by McDougall to accept the October 19, 2004 special meeting minutes as printed.  Motion carried, all voting in favor.

Continued Items 
4) Larry Otto- Conditional Use Permit to operate a contractor’s yard- Supervisor Otto stated that his business hours would be from 6:00a.m. to 9:00p.m. In the summer.  The applicant also stated to the Board that the trucks would be stored inside in the winter behind the homestead.  The business would not be using Township roads since it has access to County road 14.  There will be no signage.  

Supervisor McDougall asked the applicant if the trucks had back up beepers.  The applicant stated yes they all have the beepers for safety reasons.

Supervisor McDougall asked how often the boulders are hauled.  The applicant stated he tries to do it directly from the site he gets the boulders from.  Some days it could be everyday or not for two weeks.

Motion by Daluge and second by McDougall, to recommend approval for the Conditional Use Permit, for a contractor’s yard to allow storage of aggregate products and truck storage.  Motion carried, all voting in favor. 
5) Review of existing Permit- Conditional Use Permit for a mobile home as a farm accessory. – Applicant was not present at meeting.  Supervisor Daluge spoke with applicant and the applicant stated that he does have a farm help living in the mobile home.  
Motion by Daluge and second by McDougall to recommend the renewal of the Conditional Use Permit for a mobile home as a farm accessory.  
Motion carried, all voting in favor.
New Agenda Items
8) Boondocks- Janine Haloran purchased the saloon and the closing date will be November 15, 2004.  The current owners of the saloon would like to transfer the liquor license to Janine Haloran.  
Motion by McDougall and second by Daluge to recommend approval to transfer the liquor license effective on November 15, 2004 to Janine Haloran.
9) Shop Ceiling- Al Weege looked at the shop ceiling to give the Township a quote on what it will cost.  
Weege stated that to install the ceiling it would cost $1500 for Steel, $200 for perimeter boards to tie on the outside and attach to corners, 2x4 treated lumber, and labor for 3 days $2700.  Weege suggested having insulation blown in while the ceiling is being put in.  This cost would be $1,000 for materials and $400 for labor.  

Some items will need to be lowered to put the ceiling in.  The appropriate vendors would have to put the electrical, garage openers, ceiling fans, and gas lines back in the right place.  Supervisor Beise stated the Board would discuss with the supervisor who were not present at this meeting.  Weege will talk to inspectors about the insulation.  Weege suggests using fiberglass insulation since the cellulose will eat the steel.    Weege stated that if he did the insulation it would take an extra day.  

Supervisor Beise suggests discussing at next meeting.
Public comments
11) Supervisors – 
Supervisor Daluge- stated that a resident received a letter about rocks around her culvert, and she wanted to know what size rocks could be put around culvert.  Supervisor McDougall stated that if someone goes off the road and hits that area they could sue the owner and the Township.  McDougall suggests finding out what size rocks residents can have around culverts.  Supervisor Daluge stated he would give the resident a copy of the law and let her know the Township will find out the size of rocks allowed.

Supervisor Daluge also asked the Board if some of the road projects have been completed, such as Kitty Bochs, and 22nd St. SE turnaround.  Supervisor McDougall stated that the crew has completed the two items.
Supervisor McDougall- notified the Board of a meth awareness class being held on November 10, 2004 at 7:00p.m.  Supervisor McDougall would like to have this printed in the newspaper and possible notify the schools.  
Supervisor McDougall stated to the Board members that she needs a count of who will be attending the National Conference in November so she can register everyone.
Supervisor Beise- mentioned attending the Green Infrastructure Workshop on November 10, 2004.  Clerk McDougall will sign up the Board members who want attend.
12) Maintenance Crew – The Board approved of purchasing a new OSHA approved cum along.
13) Clerk – Clerk McDougall informed the Board of a past due invoice and what would the Board wish to do about this.  Supervisor McDougall suggested contacting the Township attorney to find out what procedures the Township should take in this matter.
14) Review of Bills – Motion by McDougall and seconded by Daluge to pay bills. Claim # 12004 to #12016.  Motion carried, all voting all in favor.
