Regular Meeting

Chair Beise called the meeting to order at 7:05 PM on April 12, 2005.  The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.  Present were Supervisors Beise, Eckblad, McDougall, Daluge, and Otto, and Deputy Clerk Deeds.

A Motion was presented by Supervisor McDougall and seconded by Supervisor Eckblad 

To accept the Agenda as amended.

The Motion carried by unanimous vote.

An announcement was made stating the new Meeting schedule as the first and third Tuesday of each month at 7:00 PM, starting with April 19, 2005.

Continued Item:

Tim Korby, P.E. described the Gabler Ravine Project and read the bids submitted.  Derek Nikko was the low bidder. 

Requirements:

· Easements need to be signed.

· Numbers and job methodology must be reviewed with contractor.

· Contractor to supply a letter of intent to hold to bid and planned quantities.

· Obtain a variance if road restrictions are in effect.

· Schedule a pre-construction meeting and invite Fiber Optic Company, Electric Company, etc.

· Provide contractor with a contract to be filled out and checked by an attorney.

Resolution is done allowing Board to enter into a contract with the low bidder.

Construction to start the beginning of May 2005.

Schedule a Meeting for 9.00 AM, Monday, May 18, 2005, with Contractor, Engineer, and Supervisors.

New Agenda Items
6.  Dickinson Spring Property, LLC – Greg Theisen – Conditional Use Permit

Plans have been revised to two buildings, a shop/warehouse, and a 40 X 100 single story office building.  The decision on vacating the road is postponed and there will be a discussion with other landowner.

A Motion was presented by Supervisor Daluge and seconded by Supervisor Otto 

To accept the Plan as submitted.

The Motion carried by unanimous vote.

7.  Variance & Project Request – Dave Szykulski

Jodie Glowacki and Jim Szykulski to represent Dave.

Although their plans have not changed, and they have all their permits, the police came and told them to stop building, that their permit was revoked.  They were given no reason and the site was not red-flagged.  When they went to the County, they were told to return to the Township Board and then return to the County again next Thursday.

Supervisor Otto said we need to get an explanation from the County.

7A. Road from Miske/Walter property - Matt Goldstein

Mutterers are not interested in having a road, but contractor has legal authority for water and sewer to come across their land.

Supervisor Beise does not feel we should pay for a road when Rockford will annex the property.  Supervisor Otto feels whatever money we get from this project, we should keep in the neighborhood, maybe toward the road.  Supervisor McDougall suggested meeting with Rockford to settle the road issues.

Mr. Goldstein requested we go forward with the annexation within the next one to two weeks, and tackle the concerns of transportation later.  He is due at the next Rockford City Council Meeting.

Supervisor McDougall suggested using the Buffalo Agreement as a pattern to draft a proposal to take to Rockford.  Suggested trying for Monday.

Add Matt Goldstein to the Agenda for April 19, 2005.

8.  Halsey Paving Project – Brad Burns

Mr. Burns has 53 signatures for this project.  

Supervisor Otto requested a public hearing for the residents.  Supervisor McDougall suggested having the Clerk take a map of this area and highlight the property of approving residents to give a graphic representation of the approvals.

Tim Korby stated that it is a legal process to be followed.

· Originally, they looked at paving Halsey and all the side streets complete with soil correction, culverts, and driveway aprons, at a cost of $1.7 million.

· Option 1 was to consider only Halsey and using cost-cutting measures, with soil correction, reconstructing most culverts, providing driveway aprons, at a cost of $626,000.

· Option 2 (Middle Option) using the middle of the right-of-way, doing less soil correction by identifying worst areas, and providing no driveway aprons, at a cost of $514,000.

· Option 3 (Low Option) Construct as now place (not middle of the right-of-way), no reconstructing of culverts, no driveway aprons, and minimum soil correction, at a cost of $397,000.

Lowering the soil corrections means a shorter road life.  This option also means missing the chance to fix culverts and putting the road in the middle of the right-of-way.

A resident stated that part of Halsey was redone about 20 years ago and therefore should not need as much soil correction.  Mr. Korby stated that tests were being made every so many feet and would be handled properly.

Supervisor McDougall found the Policy determining assessments for the side streets.

Supervisor Beise requested petitions be checked by an attorney before proceeding.

A Motion was presented by Supervisor Otto and seconded by Supervisor McDougall 

To contact Township Attorney for guidance on the legal issues pertaining to the Halsey Project.

The Motion carried by unanimous vote.

9.  Water Drainage – Kitty Boch

Resident Boch stated there is ponding in her driveway, the garage is moving, and she has house problems.  Supervisor Otto suggested that for $80 dollars, a drain could be put in, and with rising the concrete four to five inches, the water would be diverted to the lake.

A Motion was presented by Supervisor Otto and seconded by Supervisor Daluge 

That we work with homeowner to solve problem.  Will replace concrete before rest of corrections can be done.

Resident Boch also has problem with dust control.  She feels the cul-de-sac requires spraying.  Board agreed to do this.

10.  Deputy Clerk – Wage and Hours

A Motion was presented by Supervisor Otto and seconded by Supervisor McDougall 

Deputy Clerk to be paid $12.00 per hour.

The Motion carried by unanimous vote.

11.  Road Supervisor – Position Authority, Responsibility, and Compensation if any

Supervisor Otto stated the Road Supervisor should be the only person the Road Crew deals with.  If the Crew has an issue with the Supervisor, the complaint should be put on the Agenda for a Board Meeting.

Motion – NONE

Supervisor Otto feels that projects should be handled more professionally.  Last project cost too much money because of inefficiency.  Also overtime should be controlled as it is being misused.

A Motion was presented by Supervisor Beise and seconded by Supervisor Daluge 

To remove the Road Supervisor job from the Agenda and work together as a Board.

The Motion carried 3 to 2 – In favor:  Supervisors Beise, Eckblad, and McDougall; Opposed:  Supervisors Daluge and Otto.

Supervisor McDougall requested clarification on overtime.  Supervisor Otto stated it should be eight hours per day with no overtime unless an emergency.

12.  Maintenance Crew

Crew Schlagel said the new price for dust control is 12( per gallon.  The supplier in Chaska has suggested dropping a 20,000-gallon tank out here.  Supervisor McDougall noted that it is not hazardous material but we should get a Certificate of Insurance.

A Motion was presented by Supervisor Daluge and seconded by Supervisor Eckblad

To permit storage of magnesium chloride in their tank if they have insurance.

The Motion carried 4 to 1 – In favor:  Supervisors Beise, Eckblad, Daluge, and McDougall; Opposed:  Supervisor Otto.

Supervisor Otto thinks they are using our storage to save them money.  Supervisor McDougall noted that it also save us money.

Crew Schlagel reported on road counters – Gabler near Highway 55 had 305 cars per day; Sherman by Miskes reported 150 per day.

There is one more bid from Annandale on pressure washer.  Need for this is not pressing.

Crew Schlagel requested that Supervisor Eckblad call the person to do the Safety Walk-thru.

Supervisor McDougall had information on Clean up Day.

Supervisor Otto:

· When does approved Motion go in to effect?

· Motion on why Supervisor was taking original documents.

· Asked Clerk to type a letter verifying he was Vice Chair – not done.

· Feels this Township needs an audit.

· Has a complaint that the requested investigation is not done.

· March 8th had a letter drawn up to deal with Rockford Ranch, Industrial Park Road, Trumpers Pass, etc., and never saw the letter read.

· Reflector signs notice he had to copy and give to Crew Haffton.

· Tabs had two addresses for Township.

· Do we pay Sales Tax?  When?

· Has a problem with Chair Beise signing Crew Haffton’s time card/check with six hours of overtime.

· Clerk is manipulating the time cards.

· Still question the $16/month insurance payment.
