Continued Item
William Warner – 2744 30th St SE - Petition to rezone from AG General Agriculture to A/R Agricultural-Residential and a Conditional Use Permit for an unplatted 7-lot residential subdivision  

Warner requested Board approval to rezone from Ag General Agriculture to A/R Agricultural-Residential along with a Conditional Use Permit for seven unplatted lots.   The Board previously discussed had concerns with how many new accesses would come out onto 30th ST SE.  Warner presented another draft drawing for a development, which was not consistent with the original request.  The Board informed Warner to come back when he has applied for a new request through Wright County Planning and Zoning.  No decisions were made.

Brad Hayes – 2534 Eastwood Ave SE - Conditional Use Permit to re-plat and subdivide two acres off from existing five acre-lot
Brad Hayes was present to request Board approval to re-plat and subdivide two-acres from his five-acre lot.  The Board reviewed the plans, discussed the request, and noted no concerns.  A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by Supervisor McDougall to recommend approval for re-platting and subdividing two-acres from the existing five-acre lot.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote. 

Duane Smith – 2534 Eastwood Ave SE - Conditional Use Permit to operate a boat canvas, aluminum fabricating business
Duane Smith was present to request Board approval for a Conditional Use Permit for his canvas and aluminum fabricating business.  Smith is proposing a 100’ by 120’ building for wholesale and retail sales.  The Board reviewed the plans and noted no concerns with this type of business.  A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by Supervisor McDougall to recommend approval for Smith’s Conditional Use Permit for a boat canvas and aluminum fabricating business.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
