Regular Meeting Minutes


Call to Order 

Chair Beise called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. at Rockford Township Hall.  Present were Supervisors Beise, Eckblad, McDougall, White and Clerk McDougall and Crew Schlagel.  Supervisor Kjome was excused.
Agenda 

A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by White to approve the agenda with one addition of Retro Sign Reflectivity.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.

Dust Coating Bids

The township received one bid from Dust Coating Inc. for .715 per gallon.  This was an increase of .020 per gallon from 2009.  A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by White to approve the bid from Dust Coating Inc.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.    
Meeting Minutes 

A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by McDougall to approve the April 6, 2010 regular meeting minutes as printed. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
Maintenance Crew 
Crew Schlagel discussed crack-filling quotes.  Gopher State Sealcoat Inc. was $3,880.00 and MN Roadways was $4,324.80.  A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by McDougall to approve the crack-filling quote from Gopher State Sealcoat Inc. for $3,880.00 Motion carried by a unanimous vote.  
Crew Schlagel discussed unloading of trees from Greenworks located on Eaken Ave. SE.  Greenworks has received letter from the township regarding this in the past.  Clerk McDougall will check the conditional use permit for any conditions, send another letter, and copy to the county.  

The Board discussed a road usage agreement for sewer sludge hauling.  The City of Rockford contracts with a company to haul sewer sludge to a property located in Rockford Township.  This has caused damage to the shoulders of the roadways in the past.  The Board and Schlagel discussed which roads would be best for the sewer sludge hauling.  Haug Ave. SE, 27th St. SE and 22nd St. SE are not in good condition for a haul road.  The Board agreed hauling on those roads would be prohibited.  The board also wants the City of Rockford to sign the agreement since the company is contracting through them.   The Board agreed Gabler Ave. SE would be the best road for a haul road.  The roads will be posted at 5-ton until an agreement can be reached with the City.  The Board revised the agreement and clerk McDougall will send a copy to the City of Rockford.

New Agenda Items 

April 20, 2010 Planning Commission Recommendations 
A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by McDougall to approve the April 20, 2010 Planning Commission recommendations as presented. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
Larry Miller – Red’s Café – Alcohol Sales during hall events
Miller wanted to talk with the board about the sale of alcohol during hall events.  Miller discussed the state license he has to carry and the insurance coverage that he has to obtain each year to cover selling alcohol at events.  The board previously made a motion to not allow alcohol sales at events.  The Board informed Miller the Township hall was built specifically for town meetings and election purposes and would like to keep it a community service to allow people to rent the hall for events.  The Board expressed their opinions that alcohol sales should still not be allowed.  No changes were made regarding alcohol sales at events.

Retro Sign Reflectivity

Supervisor McDougall discussed the sign program and LTAP training that would be on May 4, 2010.  Supervisor Eckblad and McDougall will take the LTAP training on May 4, 2010.

Supervisor McDougall – Supervisor McDougall informed the board of a quote from Randy’s Sanitation for recycling for Rockford Township.  The board did not entertain the quote and are happy with the current recycler for Rockford Township.
Supervisor McDougall received quotes for cleanup day dumpster service from Randys Sanitation, Waste Management and Laplants.  Laplants had the best pricing for our cleanup days and will be providing us with dumpsters on April 24, 2010.
Supervisor Eckblad – Supervisor Eckblad discussed the complaint the township received about the splat ball course and the noise.  A letter was sent to the property owner regarding the noise from a PA system.  Supervisor Beise stated he went to the splat ball course and talked with the owner’s son who runs the splat ball course.  The owner’s son stated he does not use a PA system but does use the 2-way radios.  Clerk McDougall will send a copy of the letter from the county to the complainants.
Dennis Beise – Supervisor Beise gave the board a copy of some information from the Highway 55 Corridor Coalition.  There is a high accident rate on Highway 55 between Lorretto and Buffalo and the Coalition is working on getting that area improved as soon as possible.  No date has been set of when improvements would be made.
Clerk McDougall – Clerk McDougall informed the Board that a new money market savings account would be opened this week through Bankwest. 
Funds Report – A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by White to approve the Funds Report through March 31, 2010.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
