Special Meeting on Gabler Ravine Project Bids

Chair Beise called the meeting to order at 6:00 PM on April 26, 2005.  Present were Supervisors Beise, Eckblad, McDougall, Daluge and Otto, and Deputy Clerk Deeds.

Present for the discussion were Donny Bauer, Derek Nikko, and Bill Nikko from Derek Nikko Excavating.

Supervisor Eckblad gave a synopsis of his discussion with the lawyers: 

· The safest choice is to re-bid the project.

· The second safest choice is to choose the second highest bidder, Veit Construction.

· The riskiest choice would be to accept the Derek Nikko Excavation bid with errors.

The Board was expecting a letter from the Township attorney on April 19, 2005 and did not receive the letter before this meeting.
A discussion followed with the idea of asking the second place bidder if they would challenge the acceptance of Nikko’s bid.  It was decided that the Township would still be at risk and therefore the rules should closely followed.

A Motion was presented by Supervisor Otto and seconded by Supervisor Eckblad 

To reject all bids for the Gabler Ravine Project and reopen the bidding.

The Motion carried by unanimous vote.

A Motion was presented by Supervisor Deluge and seconded by Supervisor Eckblad 

To adjourn.

The Motion carried by unanimous vote.
