New Items

William Warner – 2744 30th St SE - Petition to rezone from AG General Agriculture to A/R Agricultural-Residential and a Conditional Use Permit for an unplatted 7-lot residential subdivision  

Warner requested Board approval to rezone from Ag General Agriculture to A/R Agricultural-Residential along with a Conditional Use Permit for 7 unplatted lots.   The Board had concerns with how many new accesses would come out onto 30th ST SE.  The Board discussed shared accesses and where the proposed homes could be placed on the lots.  A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by Deitering to table this item for further review until April 17th meeting.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.  
Robert & Mary Klatt – Section 1, Range 25, TWP 119 - Variance for divisions of land zoned AG require a minimum of a quarter-quarter section(40 acres) or meet the “1 per 40” entitlement division requirements

John Burns was present on behalf of property owner Cheney PID#215-100-012402.  Burns requested Board approval for the lot-line adjustment that would combine 8-10 acres of AG land to the north property.  This would leave the building entitlements the same.  After Board review of the proposed adjustment a motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by Supervisor McDougall to recommend approval for the lot line adjustment, joining the AG land and the building entitlements will remain the same.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
