Regular Meeting Minutes


Call to Order: 

Clerk McDougall called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. at Rockford Township Hall with all joining in for the Pledge of Allegiance to the flag.  Present were Supervisors Beise, Kjome, Deitering, Eckblad and McDougall, and Clerk McDougall and Crew Schlagel.
Designate Chair and Vice Chair 
Clerk McDougall asked for nominations for Rockford Township Chairperson.  Beise was nominated for Chairperson and elected unanimously. 

Chair Beise asked for nominations for Rockford Township Vice-Chairperson.  Eckblad & Deitering were nominated for Vice-chair. Eckblad was elected 4 to 1. In favor: Supervisors Beise, McDougall, Deitering, and Kjome.  Opposed: Supervisor Eckblad  
Agenda: 

A motion was made by Supervisor Deitering and seconded by Eckblad to approve the agenda starting with item number 3 of the Planning Commission agenda. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.

Meeting Minutes: 

A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by McDougall to approve the March 20, 2007 Planning Commission minutes as presented. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
New Agenda Items: 

Julianne Voigt- Conditional Use Permit for beauty/cosmetology salon (6807 3rd St. SE)-  

Julianne requested the board approve a Conditional Use Permit to operate a beauty/cosmetology salon out of her home.  Julianne noted that there would be approximately four vehicles per day, no employees other than her and the latest appointment would be 7:00 p.m.  
A motion was made by Supervisor Kjome and seconded by Deitering to approve the request for the Conditional Use Permit to operate a beauty/cosmetology salon as a home occupation as regulated in Section 605.5 of the Wright County Zoning Ordinance.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.

Forfeited Property deeded to the township 

The property in Range 25, section 24 along highway 55 and is approximately 16 feet by 192 feet.  A motion was made by supervisor McDougall and seconded by Deitering to keep this for future right-of-way purposes.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.  

Wright County Response Form – adoption of the “Northeast Quadrant (NEQ) Land Use Plan

Residents requested the board to not approve the request.

The board noted Supervisor Eckblad would give a presentation at the public hearing. 

A motion was made by Supervisor Deitering and seconded by Eckblad to disapprove of the request because of the following reasons:
1. The transition areas around the Cities of Rockford and Hanover

2. The loss of existing land use in the proposed transition areas

3. Need new zoning options such as 1 per 20

Motion carried by a unanimous vote.

A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by McDougall to approve the March 20, 2007 minutes as presented. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
Continued Items:

Supervisor Eckblad- Operation Clean-Up – Follow up 3398 Hamlin Ave. SE - 
Supervisor Eckblad informed the board that cleanup has started on the property and he will contact the citizen who made the second initial complaint.  Eckblad will continue the follow up for this property.
Great River Energy – Dale Aukee, new driveway access to Deadrick Ave. 
Dale presented plans for an additional access for Great River Energy.  This item was continued for a future date so the board could do a site inspection.  Aukee will have the proposed access staked out for the site inspection.  The board also noted concerns with the site distance.  
Reorganization-

A motion was made by Supervisor McDougall and seconded by Deitering to approve wage increases for all part time employees and election judges.  Motion carried by unanimous vote.  

A motion was made by Supervisor McDougall and seconded by Eckblad to approve a $5.00 increase for maintenance work that is billed out due to the increasing cost of fuel.  Motion carried by unanimous vote.  

A motion was made by Supervisor Deitering and seconded by Eckblad to add employee wages to the next regular meeting. Motion carried by unanimous vote.  

A motion was made by Supervisor Deitering and seconded by Eckblad to approve Resolution # 2007-4 Approving Contract for Services for Joel Kjome as PT back up snowplow driver and equipment operator. Motion carried 4 to 1.  Supervisors Beise, Deitering, Eckblad, and McDougall voted aye. Abstained: Kjome.
A motion was made by Supervisor Deitering and seconded by McDougall to adopt Resolution # 2007-4.1 Planning Commission Members. Motion carried by unanimous vote.  Supervisors Beise, Deitering, Eckblad, McDougall and Kjome voted aye. 

A motion was made by Supervisor Deitering and seconded by Eckblad to approve reorganization items one through 16 with the acception of the previous motions for resolutions, wages and misc. work billed out.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.  
Lakedale Link – Adding of additional phone line and caller ID   

A motion was made by Supervisor Deitering and seconded by Eckblad to approve a second phone line and caller ID.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.  The fax line will remain separate.

Supervisor Eckblad – Eckblad discussed the letter that was received from the county requesting waiver of a public hearing for right-of-way revocation. No decisions were made on this matter.  
Eckblad informed the board of some problem areas, and a resident complaint, on 9th Street SE, such as small culverts.  Clerk McDougall will fax the information to the engineer.  The complaint area is 7216 9th Street where gravel has been placed over existing bituminous and some of the gravel has washed down his driveway to his bituminous slab in front of garage and shed.  The problem area is on 9th Street where a culvert looks to be too short for safe slopes adjacent to driveway.  
Supervisor Beise – Beise reminded the board and residents the Board of Appeal and Equalization will be on April 9, 2007 at 7 p.m.  Beise also discussed the thermostats and the compressors will be checked by Bowman’s heating.   
Clerk McDougall – McDougall gave the board the building use report for 2007.  McDougall informed the board of an upcoming meeting with the City of Delano’s Fire Department.

Crew Schlagel informed the board that they needed to purchase four chains for the water truck.  A motion was made by Supervisor Deitering and seconded by Eckblad to approve the purchase of four chains for the water truck.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
