New Agenda Items 
April 5, 2016 Planning Commission Recommendations 
A motion was made by Supervisor Kjome and seconded by Supervisor Deitering to approve the April 5, 2016 Planning Commission recommendations as presented. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
Mining Ordinance Draft
Township attorney Peter Tiede attended the meeting to thank the Board for their continued business.  The Board informed Tiede they would meet with Wright County to review the proposed Mining Ordinance and will forward any changes.   
Jim Heberling – Proposing blacktopping for Calder Ave. SE

Resident Duane Rolstad spoke for the residents regarding blacktopping Calder Ave. SE.  The Board discussed the previous blacktopping petitions, road counts and order of paving, Calder Ave. SE was fourth on the petition list and is being considered for paving.  The Board discussed the history of the Township levy and how residents at a previous annual meeting decreased the levy.  The Town Board had to adjust the budget, which eliminated blacktopping funds.  At the 2015 annual meeting, the residents increased the Township levy to save for blacktopping in the future.  The Board stated there is $200,000 in the dedicated reserves for blacktopping as of 2016.  Residents questioned the Board if they would agree to bonding for the paving of Calder Ave.  The consensus of the Board was not in agreement to bond for paving projects.  The Township did bond for Halsey Ave. SE paving project because this was an assessed project.  Residents questioned if the Board could move funds from the general fund to blacktop their road.  The Board agreed they would not move funds from the general funds for a paving project since the funds are dedicated to other projects.  Calder Ave. SE is considered a collector road and would not be assessed.  The Board discussed paving the three miles of Calder Ave. in sections since the funds are not available to pave the entire road at once.  Residents questioned what steps will be taken towards blacktopping Calder Ave.  A motion was made by Supervisor Deitering and seconded by Supervisor McDougall to obtain proposals from Otto Associates and Hakanson Anderson Engineering for a feasibility on Calder Ave. SE.  Motion carried unanimously.   
6th St. SE Culvert Replacement

Supervisor Eckblad discussed the 6th St. SE culvert replacement drawings from Otto Associates.  The Board agreed there should be no aprons when the culvert is installed.  The Board agreed to send the specifications to attorney Troy Gilchrist for his review when completed.

2016 Dust Control Quotes
The Board received dust control quotes for 2016 for magnesium chloride.  Envirotech Services quote was $.835 per gallon.  Quality Propane Inc. was $.83 per gallon.  A motion was made by Supervisor McDougall and seconded by Supervisor Deitering to approve the quote for Quality Propane Inc. for .83 per gallon.  Motion carried unanimously.
