New Items 
John Witstine – 9th St. SE – Variance needed for setbacks of road and high-water mark of lake to construct garage 
John Witstine was present to request Board approval for a variance to construct a 36’ x 36’ detached garage similar to others in the area.  Witstine also noted the old shed would be removed.  The Board agreed this would be similar to the variance approved for another property on 9th St. SE.  Supervisor McDougall made a motion and Supervisor Eckblad seconded the motion to approve the variance request for Witstine.  Motion carried unanimously. 

Wright County Amendment to Ordinance relating to Solar Systems chapter 155.108
Supervisor Deitering stated the high-effective usability is still good for solar panels after 20 to 25 years.  Supervisor Deitering expressed the concerns of the proposed amendment that requires applicants to make a payment as an escrow or other forms of payment.  Supervisors discussed different reasons for the amendment for protection against larger companies placing solar panels and causing damages.  By implementing the change, it can help the removal of infrastructure costs in the future.  Supervisor Eckblad made a motion and Supervisor Kjome seconded the motion to approve the change to the Code of Ordinance chapter 155.108.  Motion carried 3 to 2.  In Favor: Supervisor McDougall, Kjome and Eckblad, Opposed Supervisors Deitering and Beise.
