Regular Meeting Minutes


Call to Order 
Clerk McDougall called the meeting to order 7:00 p.m. at the Rockford Township Hall.  Present were Supervisors Beise, Eckblad, McDougall, Deitering, Kjome, Clerk McDougall and Crew Miller.  

Clerk McDougall asked for Chairperson Nominations.  Supervisor Kjome nominated Supervisor Beise for the chairperson position.  There were no other nominations.  Supervisor Dennis Beise was unanimously elected Board Chairperson.  Supervisor Kjome nominated Supervisor Eckblad as Vice-Chairperson.  There were no other nominations.  Supervisor Greg Eckblad was unanimously elected Vice-Chairperson.

Agenda
A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by Supervisor Deitering to approve the agenda as printed.  Motion carried unanimously.  

Meeting Minutes 

A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by Supervisor Deitering to approve the March 17, 2020 meeting minutes as printed.  Motion carried unanimously.  
Maintenance Crew – Crew Miller presented two quotes for granite hauling from Martin Marietta in St. Cloud to Rockford Township.  DJM Companies, LLC quote was $365.00 for 18-yard loads.  Miller Trucking Inc. was $300.00 for 18-yard loads.  A motion was made by Supervisor Kjome and seconded by Supervisor Eckblad to approve quote from Miller Trucking.  Motion carried unanimously.     
The Board previously discussed which roads were to be milled and overlaid in 2020.  The Board agreed to only mill and overlay Rockford Ranch Development, which is 27th St. SE, 28th St. SE, Goodrich Ave. SE and Gilbert Ave. SE.  The Board will obtain quotes if the project is under the Bidding required amount of $175,000.

A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by Supervisor Kjome to not make changes to official newspaper, banking, posting places, ordinance, resolutions or the A.W.A.I.R. plan.  The Board approved of revision to page 13 in the employee handbook.  Motion carried unanimously.  

The Board agreed to cancel the April 21, 2020 meeting and continue to keep the Town Hall and Office closed to the public until the Board can reevaluate the situation on May 5, 2020.

Clerk McDougall – Informed the Board the new Deputy Clerk Malo Scotting was sworn into office on March 20, 2020.  The previous Deputy Clerk Sharon Leintz was scheduled to retire April 30, 2020 and was unable to continue working for medical reasons caused by the pandemic.  A motion was made by Supervisor Kjome and seconded by Supervisor Eckblad to approve paying Sharon Leintz through the end of April as she was originally scheduled.  Motion carried unanimously.  
A motion was made by Supervisor Deitering and seconded by Supervisor Eckblad to approve regular pay to full time employees that had to take time off work to prepare their children for online schooling and not have the employees use any vacation time.  Motion carried unanimously.  

The Board reviewed a policy for employees to protect their wages if affected by the coronavirus.   The Township would continue paying employee wages if affected by the coronavirus/Covid-19 until they are able to safely return to work.  A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by Supervisor Deitering to approve the Policy for employees’ wages during the Covid-19, coronavirus pandemic.  Motion carried unanimously.
