Board of Equalization

The Board of Equalization was held at the Rockford Town Hall.  Members present were Beise, Walker, McDougall and Kelley.  Pete, the Township Assessor, and Randy from the County Assessor’s office were also in attendance.  The Clerk called the meeting to order at 7:04 p.m., and the Pledge to the Flag was recited.

Pete stated the purpose of the meeting was to discuss to 2003 assessments within the Township.  Pete informed the Board that all of Rockford Township properties are entered and mapped on the computer.  This should save a lot of time and eleivate potential math errors.

Ted Heins was present to discuss if a cart way was correctly recorded.  There was no problem; the cart way was recorded correctly.

Kathleen Ostvig (PID# 215-100-214302) Her complaint was the market value of the refinance appraisal was $80,000 - $90,000 less than estimated market value.  Pete suggested that he do an on site inspection and continue this item to the next meeting of April 22nd.

Harold Peltz (215-100-151400) property was brought up by Chair Beise.  Mr. Peltz could not make the meeting.  Mr. Peltz’s request was to adjust the market value of his land due to most of the property being wasteland.  The current value is $780 per acre; Pete recommends $100 per acre for wasteland.  Motion by Beise second Walker to approve the recommendation of the assessor in reducing the market value from $780 per acre to $100 wasteland.  All voting in favor, opposed none, motion carried.  Pete will write Mr. Peltz a letter discussing the change.

Supervisor Kelley inquired if rezoning or annexation affected the sales used for the evaluations.  Randy answered that annexation is considered and a “border value” is put on per acre, however the annexation is usually done before this happens.

This meeting was continued to April 22nd, adjourning at 8:40 p.m.
