Call to Order: 

Chair Beise called the meeting to order at 7:37 p.m. at Rockford Township Hall.  Present were Supervisors Beise, Deitering, Eckblad, McDougall and Otto, Deputy Clerk Leintz, and Crew Schlagel.

Agenda: 

A motion was made by Supervisor McDougall and seconded by Deitering to approve the agenda with the addition of reports on 3613 Feldman Avenue SE and 3688 36th Street SE. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.

Meeting Minutes: 



August 15, 2006 Board Meeting Minutes

A motion was made by Supervisor Otto and seconded by McDougall to approve the August 1, 2006 Board meeting minutes. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.

Maintenance Crew


Crew Hafften was present with maintenance concerns. 


A motion was made by Supervisor McDougall and seconded by Eckblad to install a “Deaf Child” sign on 7th Street SE, in accordance with Minnesota sign design regulations. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.

A motion was made by Supervisor Otto and seconded by Deitering to send a letter to the property owner at 6807 3rd Street SE to clean out the ditch he/she filled in, to a depth of at least 18”, within 10 days, or the maintenance crew will do the work and bill it back to the property. Motion carried by a unanimous vote. 

A motion was made by Supervisor Otto and seconded by Eckblad to send a letter to the property owner at 6801 28th Street SE to install metal aprons on the culvert she/he installed, within 10 days, or the maintenance crew will install them and bill it back to the property, and to send a letter to the property owner at 6770 28th Avenue SE to replace the used culvert he/she installed, within 10 days, or the maintenance crew will install it and bill it back to the property. Motion carried by a unanimous vote. 

Supervisor Otto will contact the parties involved concerning the ash trucks using 30th Street and Darrow Avenue.

A motion was made by Supervisor Otto and seconded by Eckblad to purchase a laser, at a cost not to exceed $1,500. Motion carried by a unanimous vote. 

A motion was made by Supervisor Otto and seconded by Eckblad to purchase four ratcheting road binders. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.

Halsey Avenue  Paving Project Bids

Two bids were received for the Halsey Avenue paving project as follows: Buffalo Bituminous, $696,957; Hardrive’s Inc., $817,027.52. 
A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by Deitering to continue consideration of passing a resolution for awarding the bid to 7:00 p.m., Thursday, August 17, 2006, with 7:00 p.m., Tuesday, August 22, 2006 as an alternate, so the Township attorney can be present at the meeting. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.

30th Street, East of Town Hall, Paving

A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by Deitering to table consideration of paving 30th Street SE, east of the Town Hall, until the Halsey Avenue project is finished. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
313 Jansen Avenue SE Complaint

Supervisors Eckblad and Otto reported they had been to the site and agreed the noise might be somewhat annoying but not offensive, and the trucks on the road create more noise than the track use. The Board agreed that no ordinance is being violated. 
A motion was made by Supervisor Otto and seconded by Eckblad to send a letter to the citizens making the complaint stating the findings of the Board. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
Maurice Melchert – Gabler Avenue SE and County Road 115

Maurice Melchert was present to present the following items: 1. a signed petition stating “the undersigned do not wish to be annexed into the City of Rockford”; 2. a thank you note to the Board for “the way they stood up for the citizens on the issue of the Gabler Ave/ C.R. 115 realignment and proposed assessments”; 3. a signed petition stating “the undersigned do not wish to have the Gabler Ave. SE/Wright County 115 intersection as planned according to the City of Rockford, “Smart Plan”, unless stop lights are installed”.

At the request of Township residents present, a motion was made by Supervisor Deitering and seconded by Eckblad to go on record as opposing the City of Rockford’s plan to improve Gabler Ave SE and assessing Rockford Township citizens for the improvements. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.

Two quotes were received to replace the toilets in the Town Hall with ultra-flush/pressure assist toilets as follows: LC Plumbing, Inc., $1,331.36; Elfmann Plumbing, $1,630.68. 
A motion was made by Supervisor Deitering and seconded by McDougall to accept the quote of LC Plumbing, Inc. for $1,331.36, provided he sends a revised spec sheet listing the quantities. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.

3613 Feldman Ave. SE

Supervisor Deitering stated that he had viewed the property at 3613 Feldman Ave. SE on Sunday, August 13, 2006. One vehicle had been removed but there were four vehicles in the front yard without current tabs and numerous vehicles in the rear yard. 
A motion was made by Supervisor Deitering and seconded by Eckblad to turn the matter over to the Wright County Sheriff’s Department for enforcement under the Wright County Operation Clean-up program. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.

The Town Board reconvened at 7:00 p.m. August 17, 2006 at the Rockford Town Hall.  Supervisors present were Beise, Eckblad, McDougall, Deitering and Otto.  Also present were Clerk McDougall, Township Attorney Peter Tiede, and LHB Engineer Jim Tiggelaar.  

The board discussed assessment process if the paving project would be accepted.  Peter Tiede the township attorney recommended holding the assessment hearing before the start of the paving project but that would mean the project would be held off for next years construction season.  

Supervisors discussed the length of assessments, hiring an appraiser, hiring a financial advisor and cutting costs of the project.   

A motion was made by Supervisor Deitering and seconded by Eckblad to approve Resolution # 2006.8 A Resolution Accepting the Bid for the Halsey Avenue SE Paving Project.  Motion carried by a vote of 4 to 1.  In favor:  Supervisors Beise, Eckblad, McDougall and Deitering.  Opposed:  Supervisor Otto. Supervisor Otto expressed his concerns with not paving this area because of incurring costs to all township residents and if the road is paved then the project should be completed with out cutting corners.
