Regular Meeting Minutes


Call to Order

Chairperson Supervisor Otten called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. at the Rockford Township Hall.  Present were Supervisors Joel Kjome, Dennis Beise, Nancy Norsby, Troy Beise, Dale Otten, and Clerk/Treasurer Rachelle McDougall, and Crew Matt Miller.
Agenda

A motion was made by Supervisor Dennis Beise and seconded by Supervisor Kjome to approve the agenda as printed.  Motion Carried Unanimously.  
August 1, 2023, Regular Mtg. Minutes 

A motion was made by Supervisor Dennis Beise and seconded by Supervisor Troy Beise to approve the meeting minutes from August 1, 2023 as printed.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.  

Continued Items - None
Maintenance Crew – Crew Miller and the board discussed the 2003 grader that is being repaired.  The Township is renting another grader from Ziegler while repairs are completed.  Riverhills 26th & 27th St. SE ditch area will be cleaned.  Miller suggested hydro seeding after the ditch is cleaned.  The Board agreed Miller could take the lowest quote if under $5,000 for hydro seeding.  The board will review and approve the quotes if over $5,000 at the next meeting if needed.

New Items 
August 15, 2023, Planning Commission Recommendations 
A motion was made by Supervisor Dennis Beise and seconded by Supervisor Kjome to approve the Planning Commission recommendations for August 15, 2023.  Motion carried unanimously.
Window Replacement Quote
The board discussed the window replacement quote that was received and noted the second company did not submit a quote.  The board received one quote from Innovative Impressions of MN Inc. for $7,966.83.  A motion was made by Supervisor Kjome and seconded by Supervisor Norsby to approve the quote from Innovative Impressions of MN Inc. for $7,966.83.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.  
Supervisor Joel Kjome – Supervisor Kjome discussed the hall rentals and the use of glitter and confetti.  The Board agreed loose glitter should not be allowed since it is difficult to fully clean.  
The Board discussed and agreed to open the compost and brush area for residents.  There will be no commercial dumping, no tree stumps allowed and this will be on a trial basis.  The area will be open Monday through Friday from 7a.m. until 2:30 p.m. so no overtime is required.  The compost/brush area will be closed during holidays and office employees are not required to handle anything regarding the compost/brush area.  

Supervisor Kjome discussed 606 Halsey Ave. SE and a vehicle parking on the road.  Kjome will try and speak with the resident about parking on the road.  

Supervisor Kjome recommended the property off county road 33 SE be sent a letter about property cleanup.  A complaint was filed in the spring and the property owner has not taken action to clean up the property after Supervisor Kjome met with them.  The Clerk will send out the letter to the resident and if the resident does not comply, the Board agreed to start Wright County Operation Cleanup.  

Supervisor Nancy Norsby – Supervisor Norsby noted the maintenance crew needs to pick up the brush under the bus in the parking lot.  Norsby discussed a property that needs a letter sent regarding paving without a driveway permit and paving up to the edge of the gravel road.  The bituminous will be required to be cut back for safety of the township equipment.  The maintenance department will get the correct address and give to the Clerk for the letter.  Norsby noted she has reached out to a company and is waiting for a call back about updating the website.  Supervisor Otten noted the website has been updated and invited the Board to view the changes.    
Supervisor Dennis Beise – Supervisor Beise verified the County was not charging the township for paving that was not completed off County Road 32.  
Supervisor Troy Beise – Supervisor Troy Beise and the Board discussed selling a floor scrubber that was recently purchased but is no longer needed since new flooring is being installed.  The Board agreed to sell the scrubber along with its supplies to the buffalo school district if they are interested.  

Supervisor Troy Beise discussed the doors that need replacing since they are hard to open and do not close easily.  The Board agreed to have Troy obtain quotes to replace three back doors, one side door and the two front doors.  
The Board discussed the rental deposit and increasing the amount from $500 to $750 to cover costs when renters do not clean up after their events.  A motion was made by Supervisor Kjome and seconded by Supervisor Otten to increase the rental deposit from $500 to 750.00.  Motion carried 4 to 1.  In favor – Supervisor Kjome, Dennis Beise, Troy Beise, and Otten.  Opposed – Supervisor Norsby.  

Supervisor Dale Otten – Norsby discussed a property that needs a letter sent regarding paving without a driveway permit and paving up to the edge of the gravel road.  The bituminous will be required to be cut back for safety of the township equipment.  The maintenance department will get the correct address and give to the Clerk for the letter.

Supervisor Otten informed the Board the 2003 grader will need to be replaced since repairs start to cost more and it would benefit the township to sell and get as much money as possible while it is still worth something.  The Board recommended Ziegler attend a meeting to discuss possible graders for sale in 2024.
