July 27, 2006 Wright County/Rockford Township Planning and Zoning Minutes
A motion was made by Supervisor McDougall and seconded by Deitering to approve the July 27, 2006 meeting minutes as written. Motion carried 4 to 1. Beise, Deitering, Eckblad and McDougall voted aye. Otto voted nay because he didn’t agree with statements made by Salkowski.

Planning Commission Recommendations

A motion was made by Supervisor Otto and seconded by Eckblad to approve the recommendations made by the Planning Commission at the August 1, 2006 meeting. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.

Realignment of Gabler Avenue SE and County Road 115
Joanne Hanley-Resident
Hanley discussed the City of Rockford’s plans for realignment of Gabler Ave SE and County Road 115 and the proposed assessment area. She requested that the Board review all the information, refuse to authorize the improvement to a township road and form an opinion on the project. She also stated that she feels there is no direct benefit to the township properties proposed to be assessed.

Nancy Carswell-Rockford City Administrator

Carswell explained that the reason for the improvement is that the City has annexed the property to the north and feels that this is not a safe intersection with the increased traffic. The City engineer showed two scenarios for the improvements. He also asked if the Board would approve the plans if there are no pending assessments placed on Township properties, and the Board was in agreement with this. It was the consensus of the public and the Board that the major realignment of the roads should take place when Highway 55 improvements are constructed.
