Terry Sanders  

Terry Sanders was present concerning a variance for a driveway into property owned by Dennis Sanders, Parcel #215-100-122200. A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by Deitering to approve the variance to allow a road frontage of less than 300 feet for this size residential lot because of the lay of the land at the end of the existing Township road and because of the irregular shape of the parcel as regulated in Section 502.2 and 604.6(4) of the Wright County Zoning Ordinance. Motion carried unanimously. 

Valhalla Land Company

Brad McKown was present with a request to rezone Parcel #215-100-143100 from Ag, General Agriculture, to I-1, General Industry, and a Conditional Use Permit for a platted subdivision. A motion was made by Supervisor McDougall and seconded by Eckblad to approve the rezoning from Ag, General Agriculture, to I-1, General Industry, and a Conditional Use Permit for a platted subdivision consisting of nineteen lots and one outlot as regulated in Section 610 of the Wright County Zoning Ordinance and subdivision regulations, with the condition that a 66’ easement be established in the center cul-de-sac extending to the east property line to allow for a possible road extension for future development of adjoining property. Motion carried unanimously.
