Regular Meeting Minutes

Call to Order and the Pledge of Allegiance: 
Chair Beise called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. with all joining in for the pledge of allegiance to the Flag.  Present were Supervisors Beise, McDougall, Daluge, Eckblad, and Otto, Clerk McDougall, and Crew Schlagel.  
Agenda: 
Item number 7 – Bob Carlson could not attend the meeting.  
A Motion was made by Supervisor Daluge and seconded by Eckblad to accept the agenda with the changes.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.  
Meeting Minutes: 
A Motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by McDougall to approve the meeting minutes of July 19, 2005 with the changes.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.  

· Corrections and additions of the July 5, 2005 and July 19, 2005 minutes

A Motion was made by Supervisor Otto and seconded by Daluge to deny the work comp claim altogether first report of injury because of the time and date of the report.  
Supervisor Daluge also informed the board that T&M Towing may be contracting for the City of Buffalo County and vehicles could remain on that site for 60 to 80 days.  
Maintenance Crew

Crew Schlagel informed the board that they received the new pressure washer.
Crew Schlagel informed the board that they owed Franklin Township 80 hours of work for when Franklin Township helped on 30th Street SE in 2004.  Schlagel asked if they should work out the 80 hours with hour-to-hour work.  The board agreed that that would be the best way to keep track of working off the 80 hours for Franklin Township.

Crew Schlagel asked the board what type of matting they would like put down in River Hills and what type of rock.  Supervisor Otto recommended the road fabric and a river rock.  The board approved the road fabric and river rock, six to nine inches and the crew can haul the rock themselves.  

Crew Schlagel asked the board whom they would like to use for replacing the glass window on the loader.  Schlagel suggested a resident who recently started his own glass company.  The board agreed with Schlagels recommendation.    

Supervisor Otto discussed putting in a culvert on Haug and Halsey Ave. SE.  This area was view on the July 9, 2005 road inspection but no decisions were made at that time.  

A Motion was made by Supervisor Otto and seconded by Daluge to put another culvert on Halsey and Haug Ave. SE the same size as the current one that is there as soon as possible.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.  

Supervisor Daluge recommended a culvert be replaced or repaired on Haug Ave. SE.  Crew Schlagel will put that on the list to be done as soon as possible.  

Supervisor Daluge also noted that the Gabler Ravine project should be completed in a week.    
Continued Items:
Benefits / Excess wages payout – 
Supervisor Otto noted that the new report the Clerk gave to the board has different numbers that the previous report.  Clerk McDougall informed the board that the numbers changed on Crew Schlagels because Schlagels current vacation had to be deducted off the pay out amount.  
The board discussed not being able to carry over any vacation time unless approved from the board.  

A Motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by McDougall to pay out the vacation and compensatory time to the crew.  Supervisor Otto clarified that the vacation can only be carried over if approved by the board.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.  
The board reviewed the wage and benefits statements.  Corrections were made to the clerk’s statement in the workweek section clarifying that the clerk can start before 7:00 a.m. to complete her statutory duties.  Also clarified were the office hours, which will be Monday, Wednesday and Friday 7:00 a.m. to 11:00 a.m. and 12:00 p.m. to 3:30 p.m. 
A Motion was made by Supervisor Daluge and seconded by Otto to approve the clerk statement of wage and benefits.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.   
A Motion was made by Supervisor Otto and seconded by Daluge to accept the crew wage and benefits statement.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote. 

Supervisor Otto recommended giving Crew Schlagel a $2.00 per hour increase for all the years of service.  Supervisor McDougall suggested waiting to increase his wage until the board has a merit program in place and questioned if this increase would meet the pay equity standards.  

A Motion by Supervisor Otto and seconded by Eckblad to give an additional $2.00 increase per hour for Richard Schlagel effective August 2, 2005.  Motion carried four to one.  In favor: Supervisor Beise, Eckblad, Daluge, and Otto.  Opposed: Supervisor McDougall.       
Blacktopping
Maynard Olson will bring in the road print for the 22nd St. turnaround from Meyer-Rohlin so the township can get the road recorded at Wright County. 

This item was continued to the August 16, 2005 meeting.  

Bob Carlson – Vacating a town road along lots 1, 2, and 3 Block 2 of Crawford Lake Estate

Bob Carlson could not attend the meeting.  
New Agenda Items:

Delano Ducks unlimited – Gambling Permit – 
This has been a yearly request when the hall is rented for this event.  There have been no noted complaints.  
A Motion was made by Supervisor Daluge and seconded by Eckblad to sign the gambling permit for Delano Ducks Unlimited.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.  

Nick Mazanyi – 2078 Cameron Ave. SE Drainage issues.     

Mazanyi informed the board of the water issues on his property and feels that the township should fix the ditch in this location to correct the drainage problem.  The board viewed this site a couple of times in the past and had the crew lower the culvert in 2004.  The board also viewed the site on July 9, 2005 road inspection.  The board did not feel this was a ditch issue but that this property has other issues that do not pertain to the township.  The board recommended Mazanyi contact Soil and Water.      
Public Comment – 
Joe Francis asked the board what the plans were for the Halsey Paving Project.  Francis would like the drainage problem fixed along his property in Section 5, Range 24, and Lot 7.
The board could not make a decision of when and if the Halsey Paving Project would be started.  The board informed Francis that he could have plans drawn up to complete the structure his self to get the water to discharge towards the lake. 

Francis will bring more information at the August 16, 2005 meeting.   
Supervisors
Supervisor Otto –
Supervisor Otto wanted clarification on when the quotes would be in for the Townships Audio system.  Clerk McDougall informed the Board that one more vendor would be coming out during the week.
Supervisor Otto suggested that the town board should meet with the county and the township attorney to discuss the subdivision ordinance.  

A Motion was made by Supervisor Otto and seconded by Daluge to have Clerk McDougall set up a meeting as soon as possible with Wright County Planning and Zoning, Town Board and the township attorney to work on the subdivision ordinance together.  There will also be someone there to take the minutes for the township.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.  
Supervisor Otto requested that the investigation outcome for Crew Hafften and Clerk McDougall be on the next agenda since this was not addressed in June.
Supervisor Otto also requested that the Clerk fax over all documents to him.  
Supervisor Daluge– 

Supervisor Daluge informed the board he is still working on getting a bid through Fab Con for the salt shed
 

Supervisor McDougall – 
Supervisor McDougall wanted clarification from the rest of the board, when is the information public that the board members receive.  The board agreed that when information is given to the township except personnel information it becomes public.  
Supervisor McDougall commented that the fall clean up day would be on September 17, 2005.  The pricing has changed for accepting electronics.  The board will discuss at a future meeting if electronics will be accepted.    
Supervisor Eckblad – 
Supervisor Eckblad noted that on Trumpeters Pass more grading had been completed but the slopes are still to steep.  Eckblad suggested that Planning and Zoning of Wright County might be able to do something about it. 

Supervisor Beise – None
Clerk – 
Clerk McDougall informed the Board of the two quotes for from Orkin and Adams Pest Control.

The Orkin fee for one-time treatment is $367.43.  The cost for Adams Pest Control is $75.00 every three months or a single time spray for mice for $169.00, insects $149.00, or Spiders $189.00.  

A Motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by McDougall to try using Adams Pest Control for one year with every three-month service.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.  

 Review of Bills –
A Motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by McDougall for Claim number 12411 to be voided and a new check will be issued for the corrected amount of $147.46 to Reed Construction.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.  

A Motion was made by Daluge and seconded by Otto to pay Claim # 12398 to # 12416 for $ 232,738.58.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
A Motion by Daluge and seconded by McDougall to adjourn the meeting at 9:30 PM.
