A motion was made by Supervisor McDougall and seconded by Supervisor Eckblad to approve Resolution 2018-5 regulating speed to 35mph on 30th St. SE in section 22, range 25.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
Division St. E. – Discussion

Supervisor Eckblad informed the Board that Otto Associates prepared a plan and viewed the newly constructed Division St. E.  The road has multiple areas that are not constructed per project plans that do not meet the Township Road Standards.  The Board agreed to have Eckblad contact the City of St. Michael to address the problems.

Supervisor Kjome – Kjome discussed the gravel pit off 40th St. SE and alleged dumping of cement mixed in with the dirt for fill.  The Board informed Clerk McDougall to contact the County to have them view the site and the Conditional Use Permit.
Supervisor Deitering - None
Supervisor McDougall – Reported that Great River Energy Corporate would not be signing road agreement for 30th St. SE.  30th St. SE will remain posted to 5-ton until the highway 55 project is complete.  The Board discussed and agreed to have Supervisor McDougall contact the sheriff’s office for extra patrol on the side roads off county road 33 SE because of increased traffic, speeding and heavy loads due to the highway 55 project. 
Supervisor Eckblad – Discussed having an engineer company do a traffic count study by placing road counters on all roads simultaneously for Calder Ave. SE and all side roads along there to see the traffic patterns for future paving of side roads or Calder Ave. SE.  Eckblad also discussed a claim if possible with the State for grading and extra maintenance on side roads that have been affected by the highway 55 construction.
Supervisor Beise – Noted the ash trucks traveling on Darrow Ave. SE.
