Meeting with Attorney

The Town Board met on August 9, 2005 with Peter Tiede Township Attorney to discuss the Subdivision Ordinance.  Present were Supervisors Beise, McDougall, Eckblad, and Otto, Clerk McDougall, and Peter Tiede.  Supervisor Daluge did not attend.  

The board met to discuss Exhibit A, the Subdivision Ordinance.  

Tiede stated that he has been in communications with Wright County Attorney Tom Zins.  Tiede stated that they would like to go through a proposed agreement, which would work best for the county, and fit the townships needs.  

The board agreed taking out what is not necessary and eliminate conflicts between the county ordinance and Exhibit A.  The attorney felt our ordinance could be scaled back and still assert our authority over subdivisions.  The revisions would eliminate the duplication of officials, and clarify who would be responsible for what costs.  The road standards in the revised ordinance will be the Township Road Standards.  The Board agreed to have Wright County administer the regulations.  

The attorney was requested to coordinate (clarify) the process of applications for the board and county.  He will work with the county on this.  

If the ordinance is amended, there will be another public hearing on the ordinance as amended.  

A Motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by McDougall to have Peter Tiede, the township attorney meet with Tom Zins Wright County attorney, about revising the subdivision ordinance as needed and draw up an agreement authorizing Wright County to administer the ordinance for the township.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.     

A Motion by Eckblad and seconded by Otto to adjourn the meeting at 12:20 PM.
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
