Call to Order 
Chair Eckblad called the meeting to order at 6:07 p.m. with all joining in for the Pledge of Allegiance to the flag. Present were Supervisors Eckblad, McDougall, Deitering, and Clerk McDougall. The purpose of the meeting was to review the assessments and classifications of property in the township.  The year for review are taxes that are due and payable in 2022.
