Neighboring residents were present to inform the Board of problems as follows: dogs fighting during the day due to too many dogs in a pen, buffer trees were not planted, or were planted and died, dogs howling at 9:45 p.m.

A discussion was held on crushing in the Taylor pit. Wright County requested a list of the reasons why the Township denied the request. The reasons stated were as follows: approximately 75 residences within ½ mile of the crusher placement, problems with County Road 32, noise, dust, increased truck traffic, life of the CUP and setting a precedence for future requests.
