Regular Meeting Minutes


Call to Order 

Chair Beise called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. at Rockford Township Hall.  Present were Supervisors Beise, Deitering, Eckblad, Kjome and McDougall, Deputy Clerk Leintz and Crew Schlagel. 
Agenda 

A motion was made by Supervisor Deitering and seconded by Eckblad to approve the agenda adding: 4A. Buffalo Youth Shooting Sports. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.

Meeting Minutes 

A motion was made by Supervisor Deitering and seconded by Eckblad to approve the December 12, 2008 regular meeting minutes with the following change under Supervisor Eckblad: the county MAT or MNDot. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
Buffalo Youth Shooting Sports


Rod Strenge and Lowell Zvorak thanked the Board for the use of the Hall through the years and stated that the program could not be run so successfully without the use of the Hall. They presented Chair Beise with a $500 check, to be used for new bulletin boards, as a thank you.
Public Hearing to Vacate Road


The public hearing to vacate the road identified as parcel #215-100-2211-2 opened at 7:10 p.m. A discussion was held concerning the road that is no longer used because the structure it was originally built for is no longer there. Helen Steiner, the property owner this vacation affects, was present. She stated the road came off her property originally and would like it vacated so she can keep ATV’s and snowmobiles off her property. Supervisor McDougall pointed out that vacating this road would leave the DNR’s 80 acres landlocked. There were no comments from the public. A motion was made by Supervisor Deitering and seconded by Supervisor Eckblad to close the public hearing at 7:20 p.m. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.

A motion was made by Supervisor Deitering and seconded by Kjome to adopt Resolution #2008-12.1 vacating the road identified as Parcel #215-100-2211-2 on condition that the benefitting property owner, Helen Steiner, sign the waiver of damages and waiver of irregularities and appeal. Motion carried 4-1. Supervisors Beise, Deitering, Eckblad and Kjome voted aye. Supervisor McDougall voted nay because the vacation would leave the DNR’s parcel landlocked.
Wild Parsnip


A discussion was held on wild parsnip. Supervisor Beise informed the Board that there is a meeting on January 
14, 2009. A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by Deitering to join Wright Cooperative Weed Management Area for control of wild parsnip. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.

 Maintenance Crew

Crew Schlagel was present. Schlagel discussed the quotes for a used wheel loader and new truck.  A motion was made by Supervisor Kjome and seconded by Deitering to accept the quote from Ziegler Cat to purchase a 2007 Caterpillar 930G Wheel Loader at a cost of $81,017 with a trade in of our 1977 Wheel Loader.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by Deitering to accept the quote from Boyer Ford Trucks, Inc. (under the State of MN contract #439006) to purchase a 2009 Sterling LT9500 chassis set forward axle truck at a cost of $86,363. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
A motion was made by Supervisor McDougall and seconded by Eckblad to not trade in the old dump truck at this time. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.

A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by Deitering to approve the December 16, 2008 Planning Commission recommendations as presented. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
Auditor quotes for 2008
A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by Deitering to accept the quote from Kern-DeWenter-Viere (KDV), in the amount of $5,000, for the 2008 audit to be completed by June 30, 2009. Other quotes received were as follows: KBP, $6,600; Abdo Eick & Meyers, $9,865; Schlenner & Wenner $9,450 or $10,500 if completed by March 1, 2009 Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
Part-time Employee Wage Increases
After a discussion, a motion was made by Supervisor Deitering and seconded by Eckblad to increase part-time wages 3% with the exception of election judges and Board members, which will remain the same. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
Crew Hourly Pay Increase/Health Insurance

After a discussion, a motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by Deitering to amend the motion from the December 2, 2008 meeting to read that the $.75 per hour ($130 per month) increase for Hafften and Schlagel will go toward health insurance, and the $.75 per hour increase for McDougall will go for wages. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.

A motion was made by Supervisor McDougall and seconded by Eckblad to change page 3 of the employee 
handbook to read: Employees shall be paid weekly by the Tuesday following the end of the pay period. 
The pay period shall run from Monday through Sunday.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
