Discussion – Wright County North East Quadrant Land Use Plan


December 18, 2006 the board met at Dunn Brothers in Buffalo at 3:00 p.m.  Present was Gordon Weber from River Stone Consultant Office and Wright County Commissioner Elmer Eichelberg.  Supervisors present were Beise, Eckblad, McDougall, and Clerk McDougall.  

· Gordon discussed getting a consensus of the board with what the township wants for the land use plan and suggested the plan be within the boundaries of what Wright County is proposing.  Growth should be communicated to meet the needs of the cities and townships.  In the transitional areas around the cities, the township could work with the cities to come to an agreement establishing rules for these areas with a mediator possibly from Wright County.  
· The board discussed that the transitional area boundary around the cities should be reduced to what the sewer capacity is.  
· The board discussed the township be allowed some reasonable development possibilities outside the current borders.
· Supervisor McDougall discussed the 36 sections of the township and with the surrounding cities comprehensive plans; the township could be reduced to 15 sections.  The township needs to plan for future tax base.    

The board discussed applying phases surrounding the City of Rockford, City of Hanover and the City of Buffalo.  

· Phase 1 outside the transitional area was discussed with possible 1 per 2.5 acre to 1 per 5 or 1 per to 10 acres.

· Phase 2 was discussed with a possible 1 acre to 20 acre 

· Phase 3 was discussed with more light industrial and commercial. This would not line Highway 55 but another plan could be put together for traffic concerns.  Noted that light industrial and commercial would not need city sewer and water.

· The township discussed Orderly Annexation Agreements that could help structure the land planning.

· Also discussed was a possible new task force member from the township.

· The board discussed working with the county and possibly meeting with Jack Russek (County Commissioner) to discuss what the township needs to survive, such as more industrial and commercial.
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
