Terry Kuehn 2408 Eckert Ave. SE – Variance to place a 14’x30’ storage building 40’ from centerline of County Rd. 116

The Board noted this was not a permanent structure, there are trees currently in place between the road and the proposed location and the lot did not allow placing it elsewhere.
