Call to Order and the Pledge of Allegiance: 

Vice-Chair Eckblad called the meeting to order at 6:35 p.m. at Rockford Township Hall with all joining in for the pledge of allegiance to the flag. Present were Supervisors Deitering, Eckblad, and McDougall and Clerk McDougall. Supervisor Otto was absent.  
Agenda: 

A motion was made by Supervisor McDougall and seconded by Eckblad to approve the agenda as printed. Motion carried by a unanimous vote. 
Meeting Minutes:

A motion was made by Supervisor Deitering and seconded by McDougall to approve the November 21, 2006 meeting minutes as printed. Motion carried by a unanimous vote. 

Continued Item:

Long Lake Hounds


Supervisor Eckblad informed the board that he did stop out to view this property.  Cindy Piper and Junior Lehman were present requesting an amendment to the Long Lake Hounds Conditional Use Permit to expand the boundaries of the 40-acre tract. They would like to increase the allowable area of use from 12.5 acres to 25 acres.  They would like to keep the hours of operation from 7:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m.  
Long Lake Hounds came up with an agreement between them and the neighbors, Diana and Joe Krautbauers.  Krautbauers who also attended the meeting agreed with the proposal from the Long Lake Hounds.  Supervisor McDougall noted that there have been no other complaints made for this Conditional Use Permit.     
A motion was made by Supervisor McDougall and seconded by Deitering to recommend approval to the changes to the permit for the Conditional Use Permit for the Long Lake Hounds, provided that the provisions between the Krautbauers and Long Lake Hounds agreement be filed with Wright County Planning and Zoning.  Supervisor McDougall amended the motion to review the Conditional Use Permit in one-year.  Supervisor Deitering seconded the amendment to the motion.  The amendment carried by a unanimous vote.  The Motion carried by a unanimous vote.   
Supervisor Otto arrived at 6:55 p.m. as a resident only. 
New Items:
Robert Perry – Review of existing mining permit 3724 State Hwy. 25 SE – 
Perry presented a proposal to mine the north end of the property and a pond addition.  Perry would like to extend the mining since a couple of road projects have been delayed for bidding.  Perry would also like to request approval for an expiration date for March of 2009.    

The board informed Perry that he would have to apply for an extension of the permit and the proposed changes for mining.  The county sent the paperwork for the review of the existing permit and not the renewal of the permit.  Resident Larry Otto informed the board that the review of the Conditional Use Permit is because it expires December 15, 2006 and the township does not meet until after 15th of December.  Otto suggested having the board give a concept approval for the extension of the mining area and reclamation of the land.  The board directed Perry to complete the proper paperwork at the county.  The consensus of the board was not against giving concept approval to extend mining.  Noted: there have been no complaints for this Conditional Use Permit.
