Agenda – Motion by Eckblad, seconded by White, to adopt the agenda as printed.  Motion carried unanimously.

Minutes – Motion by Eckblad, seconded by Kjome, to accept the January 18, 2011 Meeting Minutes as written.  Motion carried unanimously.

Maintenance Crew – 
· The Board was informed that we will need to get additional sanding material.  

· Preparing for the potential spring flooding was discussed.  The Board reaffirmed our policy of helping local governments, during emergency conditions. 
· There may be township residents needing sand bags and sand.  Prices and suppliers for bags and sand will be brought to the next meeting for the board to review.  Motion by Eckblad, seconded by Kjome, that if a flood occurs, Rockford Township will furnish sand and sand bags to affected township residents.  Motion carried unanimously.  
· In the event of availability of disaster relief reimbursement for spring flooding, employees will be asked to highlight and/or keep track of the items needed to document the request; this will to reduce the amount of time required to prepare the application, if funds become available.  They are familiar with the process from past experience.

· Planning Commission recommendations – Motion by Eckblad, seconded by Kjome, to accept the Planning Commission recommendations from February 1, 2011.  Motion carried unanimously.

· Board of Audit – After final review, Motion by Kjome, seconded by White, to conclude the Board of Audit and adopt the recommended budget for the Year 2012.  Motion carried unanimously.  The Board will address the Dedicated Reserves at our next regular meeting.
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Supervisors

· Supervisor Kjome furnished information on Koala diaper changing stations for the restrooms.  He is going to continue checking information on brands and installation requirements.  He also informed the board that fiber glass replacement ladders have been purchased.  
· Supervisor Eckblad requested that an opportunity be placed on the next agenda for the board to discuss the upcoming mediation session for pending litigation.  This item will be held in closed session.

· Supervisor McDougall’s items regarding flooding were covered under Maintenance Crew.

Clerk

· The Building Use Report 2010 will be continued to the next agenda.
· Impound – The Clerk was contacted by Crossroads Animal Shelter and was asked if a dog found on County Road 14 and Highway 55 could be considered a township impound.  The person who found the dog did leave their contact information.   The Supervisors discussed the impound policy; it was the consensus that before the animal is impounded, it must be approved by a township supervisor or employee.  Motion by McDougall, seconded by Eckblad, that Rockford Township will accept this dog as an impound and a letter be sent to Crossroads Animal Shelter stating that in the future ALL impounds MUST be authorized by a board member or employee prior to impounding – no exceptions.  Motion carried unanimously.  
Funds Report – Motion by Eckblad, seconded by Kjome, to approve of the revised Funds Report for 1/1/2010 thru 12/31/2010.  Motion carried unanimously.

Review of Bills – Motion by Eckblad, seconded by Kjome, to pay Claim #1138 to #1158             in the amount of $14,056.31, including payroll.  Motion carried unanimously.

Adjournment – Motion by Eckblad, seconded by White, to adjourn at 8:25 p.m.  Motion carried unanimously.
