Regular Meeting Minutes


Call to Order: 

Chair Beise called the meeting to order at 7:15 p.m.  Present were Supervisors Beise, McDougall, Daluge, Eckblad, and Otto, Deputy Clerk Leintz, and Crew Hafften.  

Agenda: 

A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by Daluge to approve the agenda adding Yarnes variance as item 7A under Planning Commission and move Halsey Avenue to 4A.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.

A motion was made by Supervisor Daluge and seconded by Eckblad to approve the February 7, 2006 meeting minutes. Motion carried . In Favor: Supervisors Beise, Eckblad, McDougall. Opposed:  Daluge. Abstained: Supervisor Otto due to absence from meeting.

 Maintenance Crew

Crew Hafften informed the Board that the pickup has two cracked heads in addition to other problems. A motion was made by Supervisor Otto and seconded by Daluge to have the pickup repaired and get mileage for using personal vehicle for Township business. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.

A motion was made by Supervisor Beise and seconded by Daluge to get building plans for a salt shed.


Motion carried by a unanimous vote.

Supervisor Eckblad stated that Crew Hafften has been offered a position with another township for more compensation, but that he would stay here if his wages were raised to the same amount as Crew Schlagel. 
A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by McDougall to raise Hafften’s hourly wage to $21.19. Motion carried. In Favor: Supervisors Beise, Eckblad, McDougall. Against: Supervisor Otto and Daluge. Daluge voted nay because he would have liked more time.

Halsey Avenue

A motion was made by Supervisor Otto to table any decision on the Halsey Avenue improvements until the March 21 meeting. The motion died for lack of a second.

A motion was made by Supervisor Beise and seconded by McDougall to do Halsey Avenue improvements only. Motion failed . In Favor: Supervisors Beise and McDougall. Opposed:  Daluge, Eckblad and Otto.

A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by Daluge to order plans and specs and go to bids for Halsey Avenue and 9th Street SE.  Motion carried. In Favor: Supervisors Beise, Daluge, Eckblad, McDougall. Against: Supervisor Otto.
A motion was made by Supervisor McDougall and seconded by Eckblad to construct Halsey Avenue and 9th Street SE using recommendations from the work session. Motion carried. In Favor: Supervisors Beise, Daluge, Eckblad, McDougall. Against: Supervisor Otto.
Planning Commission  

A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by McDougall to approve the Vincent Welch variance to purchase a 33’ wide access strip out to Deegan Drive to the north for the purpose of a driveway to serve a new dwelling to be constructed on an existing ten acre lot because MnDot would not grant him an access onto Highway 55.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.

A motion was made by Supervisor McDougall and seconded by Otto to continue the CUP review for Pro-Kare Landscaping to the March 8 meeting so the Board has the opportunity to look at the property.

Motion carried by a unanimous vote.


A motion was made by Supervisor Otto and seconded by Eckblad to continue the CUP review for Buffalo Bituminous to the March 21 meeting so a representative from Buffalo Bituminous can be present. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.

A motion was made by Supervisor Otto and seconded by Daluge to continue the Gerald and Rebecca Yarnes application for a variance to the March 8 meeting as requested by the applicant.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.

A motion was made by Supervisor Otto and seconded by Eckblad to recognize the motions made for the four Planning Commission items. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.

Annual Meeting Proposed Budget

A motion was made by Supervisor Otto and seconded by Daluge to continue the proposed budget discussion to Thursday, February, 23, at 5:00 p.m. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.

Typewriter

A motion was made by Supervisor Daluge and seconded by McDougall to purchase a typewriter as per the quote. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.


Building Manager Contract

A motion was made by Supervisor Beise and seconded by Eckblad to adopt Resolution #1-2006 authorizing a contract with Karen McDougall for building management for the year 2006 for a price of $400 per month. Motion failed. In Favor: Supervisors Beise. Daluge, Eckblad. Opposed: Otto. Abstained: McDougall. Otto voted nay because he feels this was a temporary position to get the situation straightened out, and the position should go back to the clerk. This motion requires a unanimous vote to pass.
