Regular Meeting Minutes


Call to Order and the Pledge of Allegiance:

Meeting Minutes from January 17, 2006 Pay Equity
A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by Daluge to approve the January 17, 2006 pay equity meeting minutes as printed.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.  
A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by McDougall to approve the January 17, 2006 regular meeting minutes as printed. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
 Maintenance Crew

Crew Schlagel presented the board with two prices to fix the Dodge pick-up.
A motion was made by Supervisor Daluge and seconded by Eckblad to have Buffalo Chrysler do the repairs for both head gaskets and transmission.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.  

Crew Schlagel informed the board that he would like to purchase a set of tools (crowfoot wrenches) through either NAPA or MATCO tools.

New Agenda Items:

Dave Nordchow- Sound System 
Dave Nordchow gave a brief description of how the sound equipment works and recommended that the board go with the CD option instead of cassette tapes.  The board did not make any decisions on the sound system.
Marcelle Kasper- Conditional Use Permit for grooming and boarding dogs at 3290 HWY 55 SE 
Supervisors reviewed the property and noted that the buildings and the location was acceptable.  

A motion was made by Supervisor Daluge and seconded by Eckblad to approve the Marcelle Kasper application for boarding and grooming dogs with a limit of 30 to 40 dogs that will be kept indoors at night.   Motion carried by a unanimous vote.  
Richard Labutte – Variance request to build a new home off east end of property
Labutte requested that the board give approval for the division of 5 acres to build a home.  Labutte also informed the board that he would be farming the remainder of the land.  

A motion was made by Supervisor Daluge and seconded by Eckblad to approve the Richard Labutte request for division for property south of 33 St. SE since the land has a natural division.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.  
Gary Illstrup – Annexation Discussion 


Illstrup requested the board to consider allowing his land to be annexed into the City of Buffalo.  
The board did not act on this request since the Township and the City of Buffalo have an Orderly Annexation Agreement for another three to 4 years, which does not allow any further annexations during this agreement.

Parpovich informed the board that he would like Kelly Oman from Oman Brothers to attend the next regular meeting to address the core samples that were taken by the Township Engineer.
