Public Hearing – Halsey Avenue and Side Streets


Call to Order and the Pledge of Allegiance: 

Chair Beise opened the public hearing at 7:00 p.m. with all joining in for the pledge of allegiance to the Flag.  Present were Supervisors Beise, McDougall, Daluge, Eckblad, and Otto and Deputy Clerk Leintz.

Engineer Tim Korby presented three plans for the Halsey Avenue and side street improvements as follows:

Plan I.

Pave Halsey Avenue and all side streets, do total soil corrections, place all of the streets in the center of the right-of-ways and replace all culverts. The total estimated cost for these improvements is $1.7 million. The Township’s cost for soil correction and ½ of the culvert costs is $373,000, leaving an assessable balance of approximately $1.3 million. This would break down to an $11,000 assessment for each parcel with a sewer hookup or stub.

Plan II A

Pave Halsey Avenue only, leave road where it is, do soil corrections, build to a 9 ton road, and do roll test. There would be no drainage corrections in this plan. Total cost would be approximately $680,000. Approximate assessable cost would be $590,000. Approximate assessment for each parcel with a sewer hookup or stub would be $5,800 on Halsey Avenue and $2,900 on the side streets. 

Plan II B

Include 9th Street SE with Halsey Avenue. Assessments would be approximately $5,800 on Halsey Avenue and 9th Street SE and $2,900 on the side streets.

Korby stated that the plans and specs for Halsey Avenue and 9th Street SE could be done and ready for bidding in approximately 45 days. It would probably be fall before bids could be let if the Board decided to do Plan I.

Several residents asked questions and urged the Board to get on with the project, because there is also a pollution problem caused by road run-off.
