Edward Walker (Trust)  518 25th St. SE – Variance for Land Usage & Zoning to Create a “1 per 40” Entitlement Division which leaves remaining parcel with less than required road frontage

The proposed request would have the remaining restricted parcel with 104’ of road frontage where the requirement is 300’ of road frontage.
