Call to Order and the Pledge of Allegiance:

A motion was made by Supervisor Daluge and seconded by Otto to accept the agenda adding MBE check as item 12 under New Items.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.  

Meeting Minutes: 

Meeting Minutes from January 3, 2006

A motion was made by Supervisor Daluge and seconded by Otto to approve the January 3, 2006 meeting minutes with the following addition:  A Pay Equity meeting was set for 7:00 p.m., January 16, 2006. (Clerk’s note: changed to 5:00 p.m., Tuesday, January 17, 2006 due to holiday conflict.) Motion carried by 
a unanimous vote.  
A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by McDougall to approve the January 10, 2006 special meeting minutes. Motion carried. In Favor: Supervisors Beise, Eckblad, McDougall. Opposed:  Daluge. Abstained: Supervisor Otto due to absence from meeting.
 Maintenance Crew

Crew Hafften informed the Board that the pickup is need of repairs. He was instructed to get a repair cost estimate and bring it to the February 7 meeting.

The Board requested that Crew Hafften get past information for the gravel contract that expires March 31.

Overtime compensation for the crew on Christmas weekend was discussed. A motion was made by Supervisor Daluge and seconded by Otto to pay the crew straight time for 8 hours, and time and a half for 1½ hours, worked December 23, and time a half for 5 hours worked on December 24. Roxanne Greehling  - Sub-divide 10 acres from property

A motion was made by Supervisor Daluge and seconded by Otto to approve the ten acre split, with the building entitlement going with the ten acres, and no other building entitlement will be allowed on the remaining 66 acres. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.  

South end of Maple Street vacation

No action was taken, as it was determined that this portion of Maple Street lies entirely in the Rockford City limits.
