Call to Order and the Pledge of Allegiance

Minutes
A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by Supervisor Deitering to approve the January 5, 2021 meeting minutes as printed.  Motion carried unanimously.

Continued Items 
Jason and Tammie Leibold Section 14, Range 25, PID215-062-003020 - Review Conditional Use Permit for storage of equipment and material related to tree trimming and removal business

The applicants were present to discuss the review and addresses the County comments about a building that had not been built by December 2020.  Jason informed the Board he was not sure if he would need a building.  The Board did not have concern about the applicant building if it was not needed.   The Township has not received any complaints for this property.  A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by Supervisor McDougall to approve and review in December 2023.  Motion carried unanimously.  

Craig Scherber 2680 Ebersole Ave. SE – Review / Amend Conditional Use Permit to allow limited auto/equipment dealership and vehicle leasing

The applicant was present to discuss the review and noted the vehicle leasing(office) was not necessary.  The Board recommends striking the vehicle leasing (office) in the “Type of Request”.  The limit of indoor vehicle storage should not exceed twenty vehicles.  A motion was made by Supervisor McDougall and seconded by Supervisor Deitering to approve the request with the Board changes and review in five years unless complaints are filed with the Township.  Motion carried unanimously.  

Tim McGuire 1872 Jansen Ave. SE – Variance to allow separation of 8.285 acres with existing house between the County road and the river

The applicant was present to discuss the request.  A motion was made by Supervisor McDougall and seconded by Supervisor Eckblad to approve the request to separate 8.28 acres with existing house on the east side of the county road from the remaining acres located on the west side of the county road.   Motion carried unanimously.  Board comments - The property on the west side would be a restricted lot with no entitlements and is located in the City of Hanover transition area.  
New Items 

Josh Malmquist 9th St. SE PID 215-011-003030 – Variance on Setbacks to build garage

Josh Malmquist was present to request Board approval for a variance to build a detached garage 24’x33’.   The variance is needed because of the setbacks for the ordinary high water mark and the road right-of-way.   A motion was made by Supervisor McDougall and seconded by Supervisor Eckblad to give concept approval for the variance with the condition the garage and soffit is no closer than five feet from the Township road right-of-way.  Motion carried unanimously.  Malmquist will submit a new revised plan prior to final Board approval.
