Patricia Jenson

Patricia Jenson was present requesting a CUP to amend an existing operation to include horse boarding and training with occasional student shows at 8150 20th Street SE #B. Supervisor McDougall stated that she believes the property is going back to its original use. A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by McDougall to approve a Conditional Use Permit to amend the existing operation at 8150 20th Street SE to include horse boarding and training with occasional student shows (at east farm site) as regulated in Section 604.3 of the Wright County Zoning Ordinance. Motion carried unanimously. 

Brad Heitanen

Brad Heitanen was present at the December 19, 2006 P & Z meeting requesting a lot line adjustment between Lots 5 and 6, Block 1, Kjellberg’s Oak Hill Estates to allow future replacement of a garage that is structurally unsound. A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by McDougall to grant a variance to allow a lot line adjustment to realign the common property line between Lots 5 & 6, Block 1 Kjellberg’s Oak Hill Estates as regulated in Section 502.2 of the Wright County Zoning Ordinance. Motion carried unanimously.

Robert Perry

No one was present concerning this previous temporary mining permit. A motion was made by Supervisor McDougall and seconded by Deitering to approve a Conditional Use Permit to allow expansion to the north and extension of the previous temporary mining permit, on the Falde property, that expired December, 2006 as regulated in Section 727 of the Wright County Zoning Ordinance, provided they meet all requirements of the original CUP, and that there be a one year review. It was noted that Rockford Township has had no complaints on the operation.  Motion carried unanimously.
