Planning and Zoning Meeting Minutes


Call to Order and the Pledge of Allegiance 

Chair Beise called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. at Rockford Township Hall with all joining in for the Pledge of Allegiance to the flag. Present were Supervisors Beise, Eckblad, McDougall and White, and Clerk McDougall.  Supervisor Kjome was excused.

A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by White to adopt the agenda as presented. 
Motion carried unanimously. 

Minutes
A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by McDougall to approve the December 15, 2009 minutes as written. Motion carried unanimously.

Long Lake Hounds

A discussion was held reviewing the existing Conditional Use Permit for Long Lake Hounds at 1092 Calder Avenue SE. Neighboring residents were present to inform the Board of problems as follows: dogs fighting during the day due to too many dogs in a pen, buffer trees were not planted, dogs howling at 9:45 p.m. and horses on the roadway.
Cindy Piper from Long Lake Hounds was present to address the residents and board concerns. There are currently 19 dogs and the conditional use permit is for 40 dogs.  There are 6 dogs in one kennel and 10 in another.  Some of the other dogs are separated in different kennels.  There are no plans to increase the amount of dogs and they would like to stay under 25 dogs. 
The board informed Piper that horses are not to be on the roadway under this conditional use permit.  Piper informed the board that she would address this issue with the kennel employees.

The kennel has separated the dogs that fight and are still working on trying to keep them quieter.  These dogs are pack dogs and are meant to be kenneled together. Piper informed the board of an ultra sound system for outside the kennels that is suppose to quiet the dogs.  

Piper will work with the neighboring residents about planting trees in May 2010. 
A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by McDougall to review this conditional use permit in August 2010 to see if barking has improved over the summer months and the trees have been planted.  Motion carried unanimously.
A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by McDougall to adjourn at 6:55 p.m.
