New Items 
Duane Rolstad 1735 40th St. SE – Renew Conditional Use Permit for 2 years for sand borrow operation

Duane Rolstad was present to request a two-year extension on his mining operation.  The Board discussed the original request from 2018 that was approved for two years for approximately 25,000 cubic yards and 12,500 cubic yards of black dirt to be brought in.  The Board reviewed the new request for an extension.  The Board questioned the amount removed of an estimated 42,000 cubic yards versus the original request of 25,000.  A motion was made by Supervisor Kjome to deny the request for renewal.  Motion failed due to lack of a second to the motion.  The Board will attend the County Planning Commission meeting on January 16, 2020 before making a decision on the renewal request.  A motion was made by Supervisor McDougall and seconded by Supervisor Kjome to continue this item to the January 21, 2020 meeting.  Motion carried unanimously.   
2680 Ebersole Ave. SE – Lo1 Block 9 – Township Right-of-way and work to be completed
The Board discussed the right-of-way and the site that was not constructed per plans.  A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by Supervisor Kjome to have Wright County Planning and Zoning help the Township with the site and making it right since it was not built per the site plan.  Motion carried unanimously.
