Special Meeting

The July 11th 2003 special meeting to award the contract bid for the Farmington Avenue SE improvement project was called to order at 12:10 p.m.   Present were Beise, Walker, McDougall, Husom and Kelley.  Also present were Tim Young, lawyer, and Dick Schlagel, Road Crew.  

Otto Associates received 2-bids for the project.  Universal Enterprises of Mid-MN, Inc. at a cost of  $293,818.00, and Buffalo Bituminous at a cost of $214,737.50.  The Board awarded the contract to Buffalo Bituminous, the low bidder, for the Farmington Avenue SE road improvement project at a cost of $214,737.50.

Tim Young discussed financing.  The project exceeds 20% of the assessments, so the Township can get a 5-year certificate of indebtedness (bond), if needed.  The Board inquired if they had to use all the dedicated reserve funds, or if partial dedicated reserve funds could be used.  Mr. Young informed the Board that they could use any amount they felt appropriate.

Marty Campion will notify Buffalo Bituminous about being awarded the contract for Farmington Avenue SE.  

Motion by McDougall to introduce the Resolution and adoption for Showing Receipt Of Bids And Awarding The Contract for Farmington Avenue SE improvement project  (copy of Resolution attached to minutes) second by Kelley.  Voting in favor Beise, Kelley, McDougall and Husom.  Opposed Walker, motion/resolution carried.  Walker’s reasons for voting against the project: Walker felt the bid was high for ¾ mile of road.  Walker also felt uneasy about the “open ended” contract because it is unknown how much of the road would have to be sub-cut.   McDougall informed Walker that the Board, Crew and engineer would be watching the project from start to finish to check on the work being done.

The meeting was adjourned at 12:53 p.m.
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
