Regular Meeting Minutes


Call to Order 

Chair Beise called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. at the Rockford Township Hall.  Present were Supervisors Beise, Kjome, Eckblad, Deitering, McDougall, Clerk McDougall and Crew Schlagel. 
Agenda
A motion was made by Supervisor Deitering and seconded by Supervisor Eckblad to approve the agenda with the revisions.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.

Meeting Minutes 

A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by Supervisor Deitering to approve the July 2, 2013 regular meeting minutes as written.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by Supervisor McDougall to approve the road inspection notes from June 20, 2013 as written.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by Supervisor Deitering to approve the July 9, 2013 30th St. SE meeting minutes as written.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.

Public Comment 
Carl Chalupsky from Lake Charlotte Association thanked the Town Board for their cooperation and contribution for the iron filter that was installed by Wright County Soil and Water.  Carl noted this would have a positive effect with the water quality of Lake Charlotte and Martha.     
New Agenda Items 
July 16, 2013 Planning Commission Recommendations 
A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by Supervisor Deitering to approve the July 16, 2013 Planning Commission recommendations as presented. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
Railroad crossings on Deadrick Ave SE and 5th St SE

The Board discussed the possibility of closing 5th St SE and asked residents for their comments.  The Board noted they previously met with Department of Transportation and CP Rail and discussed closing 5th St SE.  

Residents from 5th St SE were present to address the possible closing of 5th St SE.  There were three property owners present out of the eight properties on 5th St. SE.  Two of the property owners do not want 5th St SE closed to Hwy 55 stating they like the access to Hwy 55 and do not have a problem with the traffic.  One resident was in favor of closing 5th St SE because of safety and visibility at the crossing and it would improve quality of life with less traffic, dust.   Other residents from 10th St SE and 20th St. SE were also present to express their concerns.  
The Board will do a current traffic count to see if 5th St Se would qualify for crossing arms at the 5th St crossing.  Clerk McDougall will notify the residents of future meetings regarding the 5th St SE crossing.  

Tom Zander – Township Assessor

Tom Zander was present to ask the Board if they wanted him to continue assessing for Rockford Township.  A motion was made by Supervisor McDougall and seconded by Supervisor Eckblad to have Tom Zander as the Township Assessor.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.   Zander also mentioned property evaluations would be increasing due to higher sales on homes. 

30th St SE Paving Project Segment 2

The Board discussed having property owners sign slope easements prior to ordering plans and specifications for segment 2.  A motion was made by Supervisor McDougall and seconded by Supervisor Deitering to prepare a cover letter for 30th St residents with a slope easement form good for 3 years, have residents sign and mail them back prior to ordering plans and specifications.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.   Clerk McDougall will prepare a draft cover letter and submit it for Board approval at the next meeting.  
Maintenance Crew

The Board and Crew Schlagel discussed and agreed to apply a load of gravel at an approach that should have been included on segment 1 of 30th St SE.  
Crew Schlagel discussed purchasing traffic cones.  AW Direct was $32.74, each that included shipping, and Fastenal was $28.02 each with no shipping fee.  A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by Supervisor McDougall to approve the purchase of 6 type 2 barricades and additional cones from Fastenal.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.   

The Board agreed to have the crew haul a load of gravel to the cemetery access.  

Supervisors

Supervisor McDougall – discussed the need to have the part time maintenance crew continue working to help with special projects.  The Board agreed with the amount of road washouts and the regular summer scheduled work, they should continue having the part time employee help where needed.  
Supervisor Deitering – None 
Supervisor Kjome – Questioned when mowing would begin.  Crew Schlagel informed the Board mowing would start the week of July 16. 
Supervisor Eckblad – noted he is looking into road counters and which would be best for the townships use.

A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by Supervisor Deitering to approve the Funds Report through June 2013.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.  
Review of Bills
