Planning and Zoning Meeting Minutes


Call to Order and the Pledge of Allegiance: 

Chair Beise called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. at Rockford Township Hall with all joining in for the pledge of allegiance to the flag. Present were Supervisors Beise, Eckblad, Deitering and McDougall and Clerk McDougall. Supervisor Kjome was excused.

Agenda 

A motion was made by Supervisor Deitering seconded by Eckblad to approve the agenda adding West Metro. Motion carried unanimously. 

Minutes:

A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by Deitering to approve the July 3, 2007 minutes as printed.  Motion carried unanimously. 

New Items:
Great River Energy

Dale Aukee requested board approval for new driveway access on Deadrick Ave. SE.  The access will come in at 90 degrees.  The board noted the traffic will still be routed to Highway 55.  There will be proper signage placed, culvert installed with aprons, and trees and brush removed on the south side of entrance.  The radius will be adjusted on the north side of the radius to accommodate truck turning movements. new access. 
A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by Deitering to approve the access with the noted concerns.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.  

Chad Kugler – Variance tear down and rebuild house at 584 Halsey Ave. SE

The board reviewed the site and noted this would be closer to the road but should not cause problems in this area. 
A motion was made by Supervisor McDougall and seconded by Eckblad to approve the variance to replace existing dwelling with a new 2100 sq. ft. one-level over walkout home 63.9’ from the ordinary high-water mark of lake and 61’ from the centerline of town road as presented at the July 3, 2007 meeting.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.    

West Metro
Tammy from West Metro requested board approval for a conditional use permit to allow assembly and storage of docks and lifts in a building to be constructed on site.  This building would be a cold storage building and proposed construction will begin in August.  The board informed Tammy a permit is required for a new driveway access.  

The board noted Eastwood Ave. SE is not a township road and is a separate issue that will be addressed at a future meeting.  The proposed conditional use permit will not increase traffic and the building is consistent with the other buildings on this property.       

A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by Deitering to approve the conditional use permit allowing assembly and storage of docks and lifts in a 72’ x 150’ building to be constructed on site.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.  

A motion was made by Supervisor Deitering and seconded by Eckblad to adjourn at 7:00 p.m.
