Regular Meeting Minutes


Call to Order: 

Chair Beise called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. at Rockford Township Hall.  Present were Supervisors Beise, Eckblad, McDougall and Deitering and Clerk McDougall and Crew Hafften.  Supervisor Kjome was excused. 

Agenda: 

A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by McDougall to approve the agenda adding Ducks Unlimited Gambling Permit, Insurance Coverage and 30th St. SE change order request.  The Audit for 2006 approval will be continued to the next regular meeting.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.

Meeting Minutes: 

A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by Deitering to approve the July 3, 2007 minutes as printed.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.

Maintenance Crew

Salt Shed

The board and crew reviewed the salt shed plans and will get a final set of plans for the next regular meeting.  

A motion was made by Supervisor McDougall and seconded by Deitering to continue this item to the next regular meeting for a final set of plans.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
Farmington Bridge Repairs

The board discussed possible repairs on Farmington Ave. SE Bridge and discussed if these repairs could be done by the township and schedule the pavement the same time Franklin Township completes their repairs.  No decisions were made on when these repairs would be completed and the crew will check with Franklin Townships scheduling.

30th St. SE Paving Project Change Order Request

LHB Engineering presented a change order for 30th St. SE. 
A motion was made by Supervisor Deitering and seconded by McDougall to approve change order No.1 to include:

1.  Eliminate of removing and salvaging aggregate Work from Contract (estimated credit of $5,950).

2. Add aggregate shouldering and surfacing Work involving loading, hauling, placing, and compacting of aggregate stockpile owned by Rockford Township on County Road 138 just west of TH 25 in Buffalo.

Aggregate Shouldering: 30 tons @ $17.71/ton = $531.30

Aggregate Surfacing: 350 tons @ $11.29/ton = $3,951.50 

Total: $4,482.80

Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
The board discussed the thinness of tar on Deadrick Ave. SE after the milling was completed on July 17, 2007.  The board noted that more bituminous will need to be applied because of the thinness.  Clerk McDougall will check with the engineer to see how much overrun the township can do without processing a change order.  

A motion was made by Supervisor McDougall and seconded by Deitering to authorize four boring tests on Deadrick Ave. SE.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.  Clerk McDougall will notify the Board of the boring samples when they are completed.

A motion was made by Supervisor McDougall and seconded by Deitering to set a public hearing for the Road Right-of-Way Ordinance for August 21, 2007 at 7:00 p.m. at the regular meeting.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.

Purchase of Hall Chairs / Office Chairs

Clerk McDougall requested adding and replacing some of the hall rental chairs with 40 of the navy blue chairs for $1,238.00.

A motion was made by Supervisor McDougall and seconded by Eckblad to approve the purchase of 40 Navy Blue 16” chairs for the hall.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
Clerk McDougall requested the purchase of two office chairs.

A motion was made by Supervisor Deitering and seconded by Eckblad to approve the purchase of two Navy Blue chairs for the office.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
Ducks Unlimited Gambling Permit

The Ducks Unlimited requested approval for a gambling permit, which include raffles, silent and live auctions during their hall rental.  The board noted there have been no complaints when they have done this during past rentals. 

A motion was made by Supervisor McDougall and seconded by Eckblad to approve the gambling permit.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
Insurance Coverage Increase
The board reviewed the insurance increase proposal and suggested the Minnesota Association of Townships Agency attend a meeting to discuss the increase proposal.  Clerk McDougall will check with the agency to see if they can attend a meeting.
