Regular Meeting Minutes


Call to Order: 

Chair Beise called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. Present were Supervisors Beise, Deitering, Eckblad, McDougall and Otto, Clerk McDougall, and Crew Schlagel.

Agenda: 

Supervisor McDougall noted that number 7 - Ken Felger would not be attending the meeting.

A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by Deitering to adopt the agenda with the change of moving item number 9 to before item number four.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.   

Meeting Minutes: 

A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by Deitering to approve the meeting minutes with the revisions.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.  


July 5, 2006 Regular Meeting Minutes with the revision
A motion was made by Supervisor Otto and seconded by Eckblad to stockpile 75 tons of Class 5 crushed granite to be used for frost boils. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.

Maintenance Crew


Crew Schlagel was present with quotes for chip sealing and crack filling..  
The board reviewed the three proposals for seal coating and chip sealing.  Supervisor McDougall suggested going thru the county next year for road maintenance on paved roads.  Supervisor Otto discussed setting up a schedule for paved road maintenance in the future.  
 A motion by Supervisor Deitering and seconded by Otto to have crew Schlagel get another quote from Pearsons to exclude Briarwood.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.  

New Item:

Marian and Vincent Dziuk – Noise Complaint – 

Marian addressed the board about a noise complaint from their neighbors. Marian stated the neighbors are creating noise, dust, and dirt bikes tear up weeds that end up blowing onto their property from dirt bike track.  

Marian questioned if the neighbors were zoned for a racetrack, does a permit need to be obtained for a bike track and do the neighbors have a right to be unbearable with the noise and dust from all the bikes?  Marian referred to the township ordinance 89-1 for noise and disturbance.  

The board suggested that Marian and Vincent fill out the complaint form stating these issues.  The board will address this issue when the complaint form is filled out. 

Continued Items:
Complaint - 3613 Feldman Ave. SE – Junk Cars

Clerk McDougall noted that there were no conditional use permits issued for this property.  
A motion was made by Supervisor Otto and seconded by Eckblad to restart the operation clean-up process for 3613 Feldman Ave. SE to remove the unlicensed vehicles and operation of a business from the property. The letter will be issued with the 20-day deadline starting July 18, 2006.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.

Complaint - 3688 36th St. SE – Junk Cars
Clerk McDougall noted that there were no conditional use permits issued for this property.  

A motion was made by Supervisor Otto and seconded by Deitering to start of operation cleanup of this property. The letter will be issued with the 20-day deadline starting July 18, 2006.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.

Granite for parking lot

The township received two quotes for hauling granite.  
A motion was made by Supervisor Deitering and seconded by Eckblad to have T&S Trucking haul the granite for the township parking lot and to stock pile 75 ton.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.  
Land Use Plan

Supervisor Eckblad gave an update of the northeast quadrant land use plan meeting that was held on July 7, 2006.  The cities of Buffalo, St Michael, Monticello, and Rockford gave presentations of their land use plans.  The meeting met in smaller groups to discuss agriculture land and land that should be protected.  The next meeting will be held in Monticello.  The clerk will post all meetings.  

New Items:
Planning Commission Recommendations from 7/18/06 meeting

A motion was made by Supervisor Otto and seconded by Eckblad to approve the July 18, 2006 Planning Commission recommendations.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.  

Election Judge List

Gregory Eckblad was added to the judge list.  

A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by Deitering to approve the board appointed election judge list as of July 18, 2006.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.  

Public Comment – None

Supervisors

Supervisor Otto – Supervisor Otto suggested getting pricing for super flush toilets for the town hall since he has received numerous complaints on the toilets not working properly for the amount of use they get during hall rentals.  The clerk will get pricing for new super flush toilets.  

Supervisor Otto stressed the importance to still meet with the county.  Clerk McDougall will contact Tom Salkowski to try to set up a meeting.   
Supervisor Deitering – None
Supervisor McDougall – Supervisor McDougall informed the board of the upcoming City of Rockford Meeting at the High school on July 25, 2006.  This meeting is discussing the Gabler Ave. SE and 115 intersection.  Supervisor McDougall informed the board that Minnesota Association of Townships Attorney Troy Gilchrist would be leaving the association for private practice.  
Supervisor Eckblad – Supervisor Eckblad suggested to the board that the township property by Lake Charlotte and Lake Martha might be able to be used for parking since residents are using 9th St. SE to park their trailers and trucks from launching boats onto the lake.  Supervisor McDougall noted that the DNR currently has land that was supposed to be used for parking.  
Supervisor Beise – Supervisor Beise informed the board that LHB would be contacting Earl Dixon for use of his driveway for the Halsey paving project.  
Clerk – Clerk McDougall asked the board for approval to replace the side steps on the township pickup since one was broken off.  The board agreed the steps could be replaced.  

Clerk McDougall noted next month she would be investing more money when the bank statements come through and when the first half of taxes for 2006 are verified.

Clerk McDougall informed the board that she would be attending two more election meetings in Wright County.       
Funds Report –

A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by McDougall to approve the funds report through July 18, 2006.  Motion carried 4 to 1.  In Favor: Supervisors Beise, Eckblad, McDougall and Deitering.  Opposed: Supervisor Otto opposed because the deposits in transit have not been verified.  
Review of Bills –

A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and second by Otto to pay claim #13521 through claim #13550, for $75,423.65 including payroll. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.   

A motion was made by Deitering and seconded by Eckblad to adjourn at 9:00 PM.
