Regular Meeting Minutes

Call to Order and the Pledge of Allegiance: 
Chair Beise called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. with all joining in for the pledge of allegiance to the Flag.  Present were Supervisors  Beise, McDougall, Daluge, Eckblad, and Otto, Clerk McDougall, and Crew Schlagel and Crew Hafften.  
Agenda: 
The road inspection notes from July 9, 2005 and Bob Carlson to vacate a road were added to the agenda.  

A Motion was made by McDougall and seconded by Eckblad to accept the agenda with the additions.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.  

Supervisor McDougall requested the board follow the meeting policy for public comments.  McDougall noted that anyone who would like to speak should fill out a public comment form and submit it to the Clerk before the meeting.  
Meeting Minutes: 
A Motion was made by Supervisor Otto and seconded by Eckblad to approve the meeting minutes of July 5, 2005 with the changes.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.  

· Corrections and additions of the July 5, 2005 minutes

A Motion was made by Supervisor Otto and seconded by Daluge to deny the work comp claim altogether first report of injury because of the time and date of the report.  
Maintenance Crew

Crew Schlagel informed the board the pressure washer quote for a 24-horse power from KAT was actually for a 13 –horse.  Schlagel recommended the board purchase the cheaper 13-horse power pressure washer from RBM Distributing.     

A Motion was made by Supervisor Otto and seconded by Daluge to purchase the new pressure washer Schlagel recommended since this would be considerably lower than the prior bid from KAT.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.   

Schlagel informed the board that dust control should be finished July 22, 2005. 

Road Inspection Notes- 

One correction was made on the road inspection notes clarifying a street name.  

A Motion was made by Supervisor Daluge and seconded by Eckblad to accept the July 9, 2005 road inspection notes and act on the recommended items as printed.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.

Hanover Orderly Annexation Agreement – Wetter property

Dan Buchholtz from the City of Hanover presented the Board with a Joint Resolution of the City of Hanover and Rockford Township as to the Orderly Annexation of Property for the northwest quarter and the northwest quarter of the southwest quarter of section 3, township 119, range 24, of Wright County, Minnesota.

A Motion was made by Supervisor Otto and seconded by Eckblad to approve Resolution # 2005-7.19 Orderly Annexation Agreement for approximately 200 acres of the Wetter Property for the northwest quarter and the northwest quarter of the southwest quarter of section 3, township 119, range 24, of Wright County, Minnesota.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.  

Continued Items:
Benefits / Excess wages payout – 
Updated wage and benefits statements were reviewed by the board.  Supervisor McDougall suggested creating an Office Policy to clarify office hours. 

Supervisor Otto wanted more clarification on the start time for the Clerk since the Clerk has to start before 7:00 a.m. for some of the statutory duties such as elections.  

A Motion was made by Supervisor Daluge and seconded by Otto to table this until the next regular meeting.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.  

Clarifying of a Cartway at 1855 20th St. SE -

This item was not addressed until further information can be obtained.  
Cost of living increase for full time employees -

Supervisor Eckblad did some investigating through the consumer index and discussion with a Human Resource Department to find out what the cost of living increase should be.  Eckblad suggested a 2.8% increase.  

Supervisor Otto recommended that the board should give the increase to one employee and not the employees that were under investigation this year.  

The board discussed paying the employees back to the beginning of the year since this is how it has applied through the past years.  Supervisor Otto expressed concern about paying back to the first of the year and recommended paying the increase starting now. 
A Motion was made by Supervisor Beise and seconded by Eckblad to give a 2.8% increase to employees’ retroactive back to January 1, 2005.  Motion carried 4 to 1.  In favor: Supervisors Beise, Eckblad, McDougall, and Daluge.  Opposed:  Supervisor Otto.

New Agenda Items:

Petition to Rezone – 9052 10th St. SE – Section 3, Range 24 – Virgil Wagner –

Wagner requested the boards’ approval to rezone from agriculture and part residential -recreational shore lands to agriculture residential and a conditional use permit for a two-lot subdivision with one parcel to have existing buildings with approximately 29.65 acres and the remainder of 79 acres in the second parcel as regulated by the Wright County Zoning Ordinance.  The board reviewed this rezoning at a previous meeting and recommended approval if the rezoning fit into the Land Use Plan.  
A Motion was made by Supervisor McDougall and seconded by Eckblad to approve the petition to rezone since it fits into the Land Use Plan.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.  
Variance request for 693 Garrison Ave. SE – Wallace property for garage addition

Wallace requested the approval from the Board to allow a garage addition with the setback of 23.75 feet instead of the 30 feet.  

A Motion was made by Supervisor Daluge and seconded by Eckblad to support the variance and note a clear path needs to be in place for emergency vehicles if necessary.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.  
Bob Carlson – Vacating a town road along lots 1, 2, and 3 Block 2 of Crawford Lake Estate

Carlson requested the board for direction on vacating 60 feet on the service road along lot 1, 2, and 3 of the Crawford Lake Estates.  Carlson is in the process of purchasing lot 3 and would like to build a home on this lot and felt it would be easier for setback requirements.  Carlson felt that the plans of MN DOT would most likely not be disturbing this area for future development.  Carlson will contact MNDOT to find out their plans for this area since there is a cemetery in this location.  

Crew Schlagel noted that the town does not maintain this service road.  

A Motion was made by Supervisor Otto and seconded by Daluge to continue this to the next regular meeting so the board can view the site.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.  

Blacktopping

Supervisor Beise presented three bids for blacktopping 22nd Street turnaround and 30th Street SE, East of Dague Ave SE.  

Supervisor Otto will contact Maynard Olson on 22nd Street SE and see if the delay will be a problem since the turnaround was to be paved by August 1, 2005.  If there is a problem then a special meeting may be set.  
Supervisor McDougall will work with the Clerk to make sure this road is recorded at the County. 

A Motion was made by Supervisor Otto and seconded by Eckblad to table to the next meeting to talk with Maynard Olson and the Clerk will be notified if a special meeting needs to be set.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote. 

Resolution – Organization dues and Meetings - 

Clerk McDougall read Resolution #2005-7-19.1 to the board and residents.  
The resolution states that when dues are paid to any association or coalition, at least 75% of their meetings must be attended and documented by at least one town board member.  In addition, if not attended and documented to that degree, the following year’s dues cannot be paid.  

Supervisor McDougall expressed concerns about adopting and mandating future boards to this resolution.  

A Motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by Otto to approve Resolution number 2005-7-19.1 regarding dues paid to Associations and Coalitions.  Motion carried 4 to 1.  In Favor: Supervisors Beise, Eckblad, Daluge and Otto.  Opposed:  Supervisor McDougall.  
Screening and Selection Services – Additions or deletion of employees from list - 

Clerk McDougall asked the board if there were any additions or deletions to the drug-screening list.  
A Motion was made by Supervisor McDougall and seconded by Daluge to keep the list for drug screening the same.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.  

Public Comment – 
Frank Summers 9th Street – informed the board that the majority of 9th Street SE is interested in blacktopping 9th Street.  Summers provided the board with the signatures of residents whom are in favor of paving 9th St. SE if the cost of the assessment would be $5,000 or less.  
Other residents expressed concerns with being assed for the Halsey Paving Project if they do not live on Halsey. Ave. SE.

The board did not make any decisions with paving 9th Street SE at this meeting.  

Supervisors
Supervisor Eckblad – informed the board that a consultant for OSHA Safety will be coming to the town hall August 23, 2005 for an onsite safety consultation.    
Supervisor McDougall – McDougall informed the board she is still getting information on cement repair and or replacement.  Quotes will be held until next regular meeting.  
Supervisor McDougall informed the board that she picked up a dog on July 15, 2005. 

Supervisor Daluge – Daluge informed the board that the overlay has been finished in Rockford Ranch.  

Supervisor Daluge also informed the board the Gabler Ravine project may be finished in a week.   
Supervisor Daluge also informed the board that T&M Towing may be contracting for the City of Buffalo County and vehicles could remain on that site for 60 to 80 days.  Daluge questioned what the township needs to do to address this, since the township-approved vehicles for up to 45 days.  

Supervisor Otto – Supervisor Otto requested that the board meet with the county about the Felger findings.  Supervisor McDougall informed the board that the findings have not been completed at this time but the county will be sending them to the township when completed. 

A Motion by Supervisor Otto and seconded by Daluge to have the Clerk set a meeting with Planning and Zoning of Wright County to include the Commissioner to discuss the Felger Rezoning.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.   
Supervisor Beise –None 
Clerk – 
Clerk McDougall informed the Board of the insects in the building and requested that the board approve Adams Pest Control spray.  The board recommended getting pricing from Orcon and Adams Pest Control
Clerk McDougall requested that the board sign Resolution 2004-11 Exhibit A, which was passed in 2004.    

Funds Report for June 2005
A Motion was made by Supervisor McDougall and seconded by Eckblad to approve the June 2005 funds report.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote. Supervisor Otto noted reservations with some of the statements made about the Funds report.   
 Review of Bills – 
A Motion was made by Daluge and seconded by Eckblad to pay Claim # 12367 to # 12397 for $ 103,574.51.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
A Motion by Daluge and seconded by McDougall to adjourn the meeting at 9:40 PM.
