A motion was made by Supervisor McDougall and seconded by Eckblad to approve the June 17, 2008 regular meeting minutes and salt shed minutes. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.

A motion was made by Supervisor Deitering and seconded by Eckblad to accept the quote of Traffic Marking Service Inc. for road striping at a cost of $1,398.80. A second quote was received from AAA Striping Service Co. in the amount of $2,356.80. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.

New Agenda Items 

Headwaters Resources Truck Traffic 
Bill Brown, representing Headwaters Resources, was present. He explained what their company does. His concern was trucks not being able to use 30th Street to access their plant. Phil Moulder presented the truckers point of view that using 30th Street is seven miles shorter, and it is difficult to get on Highway 55. It was the consensus of the Board that 30th Street was not built to sustain truck traffic, and it goes through a residential area. The Board agreed that Headwater Resources must abide by the conditions on their original agreement with the township.
Boondocks Liquor License Renewal

Jeanine Halloran was present concerning renewal of Boondocks Liquor License. A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by Deitering to adopt Resolution #2008-7.2 consenting to the issuance of the liquor license renewal for Montevideo Properties Inc., dba. Boonedocks Saloon. Beise, Deitering, Eckblad, Kjome and McDougall voted aye. Nays-none.  

Franklin Township-Farmington Avenue

Franklin Township wants Wright County to take over Farmington Avenue. The Rockford Town Board does not oppose this. 
DNR-Long Term Gaging Station

The DNR is requesting a permit to install a long-term gaging station on the Crow River at the bridge on Farmington Ave. SE. A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by Deitering to allow the DNR to install the gaging station and waive the fee since it is another governmental entity. Motion carried 4-1. Beise, Deitering, Eckblad and McDougall voted aye. Kjome voted nay because he didn’t feel the township should
 waive the fee.

A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by Deitering to send a copy of the Wright County building inspector’s comments and a letter to Chris Dosset at Structural Buildings requesting him to be at the next Board meeting. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.

A motion was made by Supervisor Deitering and seconded by Eckblad to release claim #14893, in the amount of $40,597.34, to Knife River, holding back $5,000.00 until restoration is complete. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
