Regular Meeting Minutes


Call to Order 

Chair Beise called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. at Rockford Township Hall.  Present were Supervisors Beise, Eckblad, McDougall, Kjome, Clerk McDougall and Crew Schlagel.  Supervisor White was absent.  
Agenda 

A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by Kjome to approve the agenda as printed.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.

Meeting Minutes 

A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by McDougall to approve the July 6, 2010 regular meeting minutes as printed.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
Maintenance Crew 
Culvert replacement discussion for 2493 10th St. SE 
Supervisor Kjome gave the property owner the cost for replacing the culvert and installing.  The property owner was unsure when he would be able to replace the culvert and was undecided if he would purchase the culvert and aprons through the township.  The property owner will get the driveway permit when he is ready to install the culvert.  
Gabler Ravine

Supervisor Eckblad informed Crew Schlagel there are trees growing on the west side of the Gabler ravine and should be removed so as not to cause future problems.

New Agenda Items 

July 20, 2010 Planning Commission Recommendations 
A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by McDougall to approve the July 20, 2010 Planning Commission recommendations as presented. Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
Equipment Replacement – 1990 Motor Grader
Crew Schlagel and the Board discussed the 1990, 140 Grader replacement.  The Board and Dave Carothers from Ziegler reviewed the state contract quote for a previous rental and low hour 2008 Caterpillar Model 140M Motor Grader for an estimated $248,070.00.  Corothers adjusted pricing by eliminating freight charges and added the 2-foot blade extension.  The optional equipment will not be needed at this time for the grader.  The board discussed the trade of the 1990 grader for $50,000.00.  The total price including the trade, addition of the 2-foot blade and the deduction for the low hours will be $180,940.00.  A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by Kjome to approve the purchase of the 2008 140M Motor Grader which includes the trade in of the 1990 Motor Grader for a total purchase price of $180,940.00.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.  

DNR Culvert on Halsey Ave. SE

Supervisor McDougall discussed a culvert that is located on Halsey Ave. SE.  It is uncertain who is responsible for maintaining this culvert and has discussed this with Wright County Soil and Water.  Soil and Water will look into the ownership of the culvert so that it may be fixed.  The maintenance crew put a temporary gate around the culvert for safety purposes until ownership can be decided. A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by Kjome to review this in one month.  If ownership has not been determined, the township will need to take action to fix this culvert for safety reasons.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.  

Developers Agreement
A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by McDougall to approve the revised Developers Agreement.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.  


Amending Ordinance 2004-11.1 Hearing


Clerk McDougall will publish notice for a public hearing on August 3, 2010 at 7:00 pm or August 17, 2010 at 7:00 pm depending on how many days the notice needs to be published prior to the hearing.  The hearing is to amend Subdivision Ordinance 2004-11.1.
Supervisors

Supervisor Kjome – none
Supervisor McDougall – Supervisor McDougall noted she attended the Board of Appeal and Equalization training during the summer short course.  Clerk McDougall will register the other Board members for training in September.  Supervisor McDougall also discussed sign jurisdiction for the sign replacement program.  
Supervisor Eckblad – Supervisor Eckblad discussed the drainage on a property on 7th St. SE, which is not in the township right-of-way. 
The Board discussed the City of Rockford’s Ordinance to charge emergency fire services fees to residents.  The Board did not agree with certain items in this ordinance and the fees list.  This may reduce the townships fees that are paid out yearly to the City of Rockford.  Clerk McDougall will contact the City of Rockford to get further information about the ordinance and fees list.  The board may meet with the City council at a later date to discuss.   

Dennis Beise – Beise noted a resident requested approval to cut down trees on a township property located by Halsey Ave. SE and 9th St. SE.  The board agreed to not allow the resident to cut down or clean up the dead trees on the township property because of insurance liability.  The maintenance crew will do this at a later time.  
Clerk McDougall – Clerk McDougall asked the board to review paint samples for the outside of the building and informed them she will contact Spanjers to find out the start date for the building repairs.  
Clerk McDougall requested Board approval for a donation to treat the ash trees behind the hall for the ash bore insect.  The BB shooters group has someone who will donate the ash bore treatment for the ash trees.  A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by McDougall to approve the donation for treatment of the ash trees.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.  

Clerk McDougall will contact LHB Engineering to find out if they would be willing to come to a meeting to discuss the recent invoice for June 2010.  
Funds Report 
A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by Kjome to approve the Fund Report through June 30, 2010.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.  
Review of Bills 
A motion was made by Supervisor Eckblad and seconded by Kjome to pay claim #16398 through claim #16430 in the amount of $32,405.99, including payroll.  Motion carried by a unanimous vote.
